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	The Green Building Code which is adopted by the Redwood City Council and is now meeting the California Energy Commission’s criteria will be effective on May 5, 2010.  The Redwood City Green Building Code is applicable to all new and additions of 1000 square feet and more of residential and non-residential buildings and the new standards will be enforced through plan review and inspections.
All who are involved in permit submittals, plan review and inspection and specially the planners, please let the applicants know about the Redwood City Green Building Code and its effective date.  This information is also posted on the Building and Inspection website.
