SYNOPSIS OF ALARM: Redwood City Fire Fighters along with units from the Menlo Park
and Belmont-San Carlos Fire Departments responded to a reported fire to the rear of the mobile
home. On arrival firefighters were met by heavy fire to the rear of the home that had extended
into the residence and had spread to the home next door. After determining that all occupants
were safely out of the homes firefighters went to work to extinguish the fire. The fire was
brought under control quickly; however extensive overhaul was required to insure the fire had
not gone farther into the structures. The home were the fire started was heavily damaged by the
fire and the family was displaced. The exposure was moderately damaged and the family was
going to stay at relatives for the night. There were no injuries reported at the fire.
