SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY -- Proclamation: Park and Recreation Month

Mayor Ira read the proclamation and presented it to PRCS Director Centeno and
Superintendent Beth who highlighted July events such as the Summer Concert
series at Stafford Park on Wednesday evenings from 6-8 p.m. and the Downtown
Live concerts on the plaza on Friday evenings. He stated that a new kids' concert will
be held on Saturday, July 23 behind the Red Morton Community Center. This event
involved partnering with Whole Foods and the Redwood City Mothers Club and
provides this children’s event at no cost to the City.

ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR

M/S Bain/Pierce to waive reading of the Consent Calendar except the ordinances by
title, adopt the resolutions and the ordinances, and approve other items. Council
Member Hartnett stated that he would not be voting on Item 6.1.B because he lives
near the Redeemer Lutheran Church. Vice Mayor Ira stated his abstention on Item
6.1.E as he sits on the Board of SBSA. The motion passed by a unanimous roll
call vote by those present with Council Member Howard absent; and Council
Member Hartnett abstaining on item 6.1.B and Mayor Ira abstaining on item
6.1.E.

Cathy Moyer reported on a recent event held by the Friends of Redwood City at the
library that was a resounding success with 150 participants. She stated that a
number of issues came out of that and that a detailed report would be available on
their website: www.forwc.org. Some highlights she mentioned were support for
protection and greater access to use of the baylands; carrying capacity and a
generalized preference to leave contingency buffers in development and growth;
support for a vibrant, energetic downtown with housing. Areas of concern were
downtown parking, eminent domain; the Costco expansion with gas pumps and
related traffic issues.

Nedra Moore gave a memorial tribute to John C. Edmiston television engineer who
assisted in broadcasting of Redwood City Council meetings. She stated that Mr.
Edmiston died May 26, 2005 after a short iliness and leaves his wife and son. He
was born in San Francisco, before and after serving in Vietham, he earned Bachelor
degrees in zoology and electrical engineering. His work in the TV industry began as
maintenance engineer for KCSM-TV and KTVU; continuing to his own video
production company, “Times Two Video Productions”, with his wife, Terry. He
continued freelance work for numerous companies. Mr. Edmiston was the backbone
of Peninsula TV as he was a tireless leader in ensuring the highest quality in the
production of the shows aired. He was known as a constant source of
encouragement and enthusiasm, never regarding a task as impossible.

Ralph Nobles, Friends of Redwood City, commends the City Council for placing item
7.D on the Council agenda because that item concerns a timely matter that has
already received a great deal of discussion in selected environmental circles in the
city. His comments focused, primarily, on the Cargill Salt Ponds that consists of
approximately 1,400 acres of historic San Francisco Bay Tidal Wetlands. The EIS
authorizing the 1988 expansion of the S.F. Bay National Wildlife Refuge includes
these lands and identified them as essential wildlife habitat important to the
_environmental health of S.F. Bay. These lands are under the jurisdiction of BCDC,
classified under the Federal Clean Water Act; are under the jurisdiction of the U.S.
Army Corp of Engineers; and have a general plan designation of Open Space and a
zoning of Tidal Plain. Friends of Redwood City recommends that the City Council
place an initiative on the November ballot requiring a vote of the people before the
plans can be rezoned and permit any increased use of development and plans. An
initiative of this nature would not change the zoning nor the zonmg overlay, but only
the pohcy by whlch the zonmg could be changed. o

Robert Slusser of the Pemnsula Celebratlon Assocnat:on thanked and commended
the City staff and the departments for support of the July 4" Parade and activities.
He further stated that the PRCS department and Commission won the sweepstakes
award for the best float and presented the award for that achievement. He
encouraged all to attend next year's event which will honor the San Mateo County

- Davnd Menche stated his concerns wﬂh the recent work on the sidewalks and trees
near the sidewalks thanking Council Members for various levels of support with his
issues. He stated his main concern involves the concrete work done on both Bristol
Way and Sussex in February that was not cured properly and is defective. He further
stated that he requested remedy from PWS and was told that the width of his
driveway ramp would be reduced according to the strict letter of the code. He stated
that his waiver of this requirement was denied and asked Council to mvestlgate the
policy. He also asked for study of the root prumng pol:cy cntmg a 750% increase in
tree failures leading to a health and safety issue.

: RICh Schouboe resades in the Mezes Park ponion of the Centenma} neighborhood
and a few blocks from Mr. Frog’s bar and spoke of the difficulties the neighborhood
is experiencing. He mentioned the recent shootings at the bar and thanked the City
for its support and cooperation while asking for continued support while the
neighborhood works with Mr. Frog's to resolve the problems created by this
business. Citing the diversity of the neighborhood he stated that its success'is due to
the concern for each other, the shared vision of making it safe for all and the respect
for each others differences. Mr. Frog’s has shown little concern, no commitment to

- safety and considerable disrespect for its neighbors. He cited various issues aside
from the recent shootings such as fights, increased trash, public urination and groups
of patrons blocking sidewalks. Council support was requested as the neighborhood
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works with Mr. Frog’s to bring it into compllance with the neighborhood’s norms of
commrtment and respect.

7. STAFF REPORTS

B. Approval of Jefferson Avenue “Road Diet’ lane configuration plan between
Middlefield Road and Marshall Street.

Traffic Engineer Haygood stated numerous complaints have been received and
speeding problems creating safety issues have been observed by staff in the
downtown area. The plan consists of a restriping within the existing roadway
width, curb to curb, Jefferson between Middlefield and Marsh. Rather than the
existing four lanes for traffic, two lanes in each direction, the plan would change
to a center left turn lane, one through lane in each direction and angled parking
on the Post Office side.

Assistant Engineer Delgado summarized the details of the proposed changes as
stated in the staff report.

Traffic Engineer Haygood explained the traffic signal operation upgrade in that

area.
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Council Members asked questions regarding relative pedestrian crossing times;
the reason for moving the mid block crosswalk and what the distance is from the
parking garage entrance; the current LOS on Jefferson at both Middlefield and
Broadway as compared to Seattle; and whether bike lanes are in the plan.

Public Comment:

Paul Sanfilipo asked why the two Middlefield crosswalks are not coordinated for
simultaneous crossing without going through all the proposed expense. He also
asked where the lane reductions occurred in Seattle, inquiring whether the area
is similar to the downtown area. He suggested the crosswalks be placed at the
corners rather than in front of the Post Office for safety reasons. He further
expressed concerns with safety vehicles accessing the area.

Adrian Brandt supported the road diet but expressed concern that there is no
buffer on the north side of the street between Middlefield and Broadway. He
cited the importance of automobile parking buffers for pedestrian friendliness. He
suggested some means to move the vehicular traffic away from the pedestrian
sidewalk because part of the successful pedestrian oriented downtown is to
create the feeling of safety. He supported the midblock pedestrian crosswalk and
traffic friction which is a critical element of a successful pedestrian oriented
downtown.

Billy James thanked Council for the mention of bike lanes and asked if there is
data that supports either his experience of feeling safe in a bike lane with
several traffic lanes or the experience of safety while riding a bike on a two lane
street without a bike lane.

Janet Borgens expressed her concern with indecisiveness of the statement of
when the traffic will be turning out of the garage — will it be right turn only or left
turn only.

David Menche expressed his concerns pertaining to bicycles mentioning curb
bulbs that can be very hazardous to bicycle riders. He suggested that the
diagonal parking might be returned to parallel parking to create more width and
allow for a bike lane while making it safer for bicyclists.

Council Members expressed support for the plan citing safety for both
pedestrians and vehicles while stressing the need to monitor with methods of
performance measurement.
