that one of the outcomes of the task force was to have an annual review of the

progress of implementing the recommendations. He further stated his appreciation of
the first progress report on the Consent Calendar. He stated that within the report it
will be clear the progress made in the beginning construction of the treatment
facilities for recycled water and |mplementmg the pre-rinse spray nozzle program. He
further stated that there is a clear plan in place for investigating and implementing
the other pieces of the recommendation such as dates set for replacing playing fields
with synthetic turf, exploring the use of groundwater and commercial toilet
replacement program. He commended the City staff and consultants on the work
done so far.

He stated his expected input
from the Downtown Business Group and others throughout the community.

6. STUDY SESSION - City Council, Planning Commission, and
Architectural Review Committee

A. Downtown Precise Plan — Third City Council, Planning Commission and
Architectural Review Committee Joint Study Session

Michael Freedman gave the background on the study session process and
facilitated the discussion on issues and questions to date. The PowerPoint
presentation used is on file. Council Members, Planning Commissioners and
Architectural Review Committee Members made various comments and asked
questions. (613)

Recess: 9:00 - 9:15 p.m.

Public Comment:

Peggy Bruggmann stated that consideration is being paid to the neighborhoods
on the other side of Brewster and Maple in terms of transitioning down. Her
example was three stories on the Brewster and Maple sides. In option B and C,
both plans are abruptly 3 stories to 8 stories and she stated that it is an abrupt
change and not much protection for those neighborhoods. She suggested three
stories on the Brewster side going to 5 stories allowing for a buffer to those
neighborhoods. Her concern about option B with 160-165 feet for 12-story
buildings is that it is quite tall overall. As a neighbor living fairly close to
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downtown she would have concerns; and from a community perspective, the
frame of reference is the jail and that no buildings should be taller.

Frank Bizzaro stated that he and his wife moved to Redwood City in 1983 and
opened a business. He gave the history of his various businesses in the City to
date stating that Main Street has always been the stepchild. He requested that
micromanagement of what businesses go into the buildings not occur and that
the fair market dictate that. He agreed that the objective of downstairs being
- retail makes sense, upstairs should depend on what someone willing to pay the
rent wants. He stated that although there should be codes, they should not be so
tight that potential businesses will not even pursue coming to Redwood City.

Sharon DeBell stated that she grew up in Redwood City and while going to the
University of Oregon was able to choose her own project as a senior in
landscape architecture. She stated her choice of the downtown area and how to
use Redwood Creek as a way to connect to the bay utilizing areas along the
creek as catalyst sites for redevelopment. While excited about the plan, she
asked that the focus be a bit bigger and in the larger context of how to connect to
the bay, considering the historic value of the creek and giving tribute by opening
up some open space.

John Anagnostou stated he likes to think of himself as the person who is bringing
the arts to downtown Redwood City. He stated his excitement about the plan and
read a list of 28 changes that are already in place that include building changes,
property changes, new businesses that most people don’t know about. He read
the first page of changes on Main Street that illustrated the need to rethink about
wanting Main Street and not the entire downtown becoming part of the arts
district. His opinion is that we should not be looking at just Main Street as the
arts district. He stated his belief that the downtown can be developed one
building at a time and does not need to be done one block at a time and asked
that the constraint be considered so that it does not affect the ultimate goal.

Adrian Brandt stated that the public needs to have access to the information
Council receives.

Michael Freedman closed with the comments that there are requests for
additional data, questions of legality, being too controlling or not controlling
enough which are very important issues. He asked for consideration of whether it
is really time to go to Study Session No. 4 for a presentation on streets, rail and
traffic. He posed consideration of another similar session where the information
requested is brought back, consider some of the citizens’ issues and,
particularly, the detailed and sophisticated level rather than the level of vision of
questions and discussion.
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Consensus was to receive back the information requested at this session, the
desire for any maps or graphs and a written narrative in advance of the session.

Mayor Ira summarized that the next session should begin with framing of the
discussion, give the top three things that will make a success, and give the top
three things to avoid.

Recommendation:

This was the third study session on the Downtown Precise Plan. The earlier
meetings were held on June 13 and August 8, 2005. The original intention had
been to use this August 22, 2005 meeting to discuss Infrastructure: Parking;
Transportation — vehicular transportation and transit facilities.

M/S Foust/Aguirre to adjourn the Planning Commission and Architectural Review
Committee joint study session. The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

7. MATTERS OF COUNCIL INTEREST

A. Legislation (information only) — This sub-section involves possible discussion
of City Position on Proposed Legislation described in the League of California
Cities Priority Focus Bulletin No. 31-2005. Council may direct staff to act on
positions taken by Council.

B. Council Member Bain — referred to a memo received from his request pertaining
to underground utilities due to the fact that he was aware that the County has a
major project planned from the Atherton border to the Redwood City border. The
project involves a number of streetscape improvements and at some point will
involve under grounding of utilities. He stated that he requested staff come back
to Council with more details of the County’s project and his belief that there may
be some opportunities for the City to get some economies of scale and tie into
their project. Should the City undertake an underground project from the
Redwood City border to City Hall, there may be a powerful opportunity to
coordinate and collaborate to create a “grand boulevard” along Middlefield Road.

C. Council Member Foust — stated that on Saturday, August 27 at 8:30 a.m. there
will be a community clean-up of the levee system in Redwood Shores, beginning
at Mariner Park on Redwood Shores Parkway with a breakfast. At 10:00 a.m.,
Schaberg Library is having the grand re-opening with activities between 10 a.m.
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
