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‘5. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR

Michael Sullivan, new Development Director of the San Mateo County Hlstory
Museum, thanked the Council Members and Police Chief who participated in the
-recent “dunk tank” fundraiser. He reminded the community of the candidates’ night
on September 13 and the Columbus celebration on October 8 from 11:30-2:30 at.
the History Museum. :

Barbara Boles, President of the local League of Women Voters, announced to the
Council and community that the League is sponsoring a Candidates’ Forum in the
City Council Chambers on Thursday, September 29 from 7:30-9:30 p.m. The forum
will be videotaped for rebroadcast on Peninsula TV before the election and may be
broadcast live on the regular Council access channel. She stated the hope that
interested residents will attend the forum and provide challenging questions for the
candidates.

~ Andy Frisch, speaking on behalf of Redwood City International, invited the Council
and community to attend the annual Mexican Independence Day celebration on
Thursday, September 15, from 5:30-8:00 p.m. at the Veterans Memorial Senior
Center. Redwood City has two sister cities, Zhuhai, China and Colima, Mexico
which this fundraising event will benefit.

Pete Hughes stated that the Redwood Shores Community Association held its
annual levee clean-up where 12 cubic yards of refuse material was collected by 100
volunteers. He announced the candidates’ forum at Sandpiper Community Center in
Redwood Shores on October 12 at 7:30 p.m. With the upcoming election, he stated
that he likes the direction of the Council and that he would like to have them back
again.

Kathy Schrenk stated that she lives on McGarvey Avenue at the intersection of
Connecticut and she wished to speak about. speedmg on McGarvey Avenue.
Although there has been good response with a sign installation in the crosswalk at
Connecticut, the sign has had some issues. She showed a photograph of the sign
that has been intentionally hit and has finally been destroyed. She stated that the
speeding problems have actually worsened and the last Wednesday night another
accident occurred. She stated that the residents on McGarvey near Farm Hill have
forwarded a petition to the Clty and there may be some movement to get an agenda
item on soon so her interest is that the residents further down on McGarvey will be
included in the discussions.

James Streeter, a resident in the same area, stated that entering and exiting the
driveway is an adventure and that aithough the speed limit is 25 mph, after 4:00
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p.m., the average speed limit is 35-40 mph. He further stated that the fact that it is a
downhill slope, children are never permitted to play outdoors due to the safety
concerns. He stated his belief that without police presence there i8 excessive
speeding and disregard for the neighbors and safety.

Gregory Smith stated that it is basically a speedway with a school in the area. He
cited drag way type behavior and his belief that creative solutions might be available
to address the issues.

Council Member Howard supported workmg with the entire McGarvey Avenue
residents toward a solution.

Maria Diaz Vivian spoke about Neighborhood Emergency Response Team
(N.E.R.T.) suggesting that untit NERT refresher courses are running a representative
from Kaiser Permanente might be able to partner with the Fire Department to give a
demonstration for the citizens of what is needed per person in the event of a natural
disaster. She urged everyone at home to prepare a kit for each individual at home.
She further stated that the Red Cross is limited in volunteers and that training will
occur on September 14 and 15.

Gavin and Devin Wright, 7t graders at Kennedy Middle School, stated that the
citizens of Redwood City should be proud to have such committed people in
government that they would set aside a time to get dunked. The San Mateo County
Historical Society sponsored Victorian Days to benefit the San Mateo County History
Museum. All proceeds went to the historical education of the San Mateo citizens.

6. STAFF REPORTS
A. Report from Police Chief on gang violence suppreésion efforts

Council Member Hartnett stated that the ad hoc task force consisting of himself
and Mayor Ira reviewed the issue of increased gang violence in Redwoaod City
and the adjoining County area as well as the phenomena taking place across the
County and other areas. The task force and community are joined in concern of

- that increased violence and although often it is confined to gang on gang
violence, it affects all of us, both individual neighborhoods and the community as
a whole. He further stated that the task force met with the Police Chief who
already was taking proactive steps to put in place plans to enhance the
suppression of gang violence.

Police Chief Carlos Bolanos gave a report of efforts and future strategies that are
already occurring while summarizing the most events that have occurred.

Council Members thanked Chief Bolanos for the report and efforts of Council
Members who encouraged San Mateo County to continue funding the joint task
force with Redwood City that was at risk due to budgetary constraints; asked
various questions on countywide collaboration; and encouraged neighborhoods
to work with the Police Department toward creating a safe community.

Mayor Ira emphasized that the first stage is suppression and the task force
recommendation is to authorize at least three months overtime at approximately
$65,000 per month that would come out of the reserve account. He stated that
there may be a need for additional funding and that could be considered at the
appropriate time. He further stated the importance of getting ahead of the curve
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and that authorizing the hiring of two additional officers is also recommended
although with the specific funding mechanism to be determined during the mid-
year budget review. He further stated that the plan for the Police Chief report
back in November on staffing for the downtown may be somewhat delayed given
this priority. He also emphasized the great need for volunteers that exists in the
P.A.L. program where more services could be provided to youth if the volunteer
pool were larger.

Council Member Hartnett emphasized that Police Chief Bolanos has deployed
resources in the best possible way to this stage but it is clear that he and the San
Mateo County Sheriff are the most collaborative and organized in the County and
employ the most innovative solutions working across jurisdictional boundaries.
He stated that phase | is systematic, consistent, tough efforts to suppress gang
violence and that we should be prepared to fund beyond three months if
necessary. He further stated that the Police Department itself cannot solve the
gang problem on its own; that communitywide effort is needed and other City
departments will be needed to work under the leadership of the Police
Department in this effort.

Public Comment:

Maria Diaz-C. Vivian thanked the Council Members for their attendance and
support at the recent community meeting that exhibited a lot of good will from the
residents and representatives from the County. She acknowledged Chief
Bolanos’ proactive approach stating that sometimes people ask about
prevention, and stated that it is prevention in keeping people from hurting each
other and innocent victims. She also thanked Chief Bolanos, Mayor Ira and
Council Member Hartnett for advocating for the gang suppression task force
because it is a very important component. She further stated that she looks
forward to a countywide task force.

City Manager Everett thanked Ms. Diaz-C. Vivian for hosting the meeting of
approximately 150-200 parents, concerned citizens and youth. He stated that
based on the Council's community building focus, he has directed that all those
in attendance be updated on Council action; that PCRC will be utilized and the
‘meeting attendees will be divided into three geographic areas; meetings will
occur at a more regional level; then those areas will come together and share
ideas. In addition, a plan is being composed for use of existing resources in
Code Enforcement to put more effort into enforcement with the assistance of the

community.
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
