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6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR

.Elizabeth Travers alerted the Council that the Parks & Recreation Commission and
department are preparing to submit a revision of park rules which would destroy the
few rules in place to control large crowds generated every weekend at Stafford Park.
She referred to large bags of garbage being left to attract animals, large groups with
barbecues, people without permits, a large fire in the small children’s area, a truck on
the turf unloading tables, and alcohol on the premises. She asked when the Parks
and Recreation Commission and staff are going to assume responsibility of
monitoring the permits citing the ratio of parks to residents being lower than other
cities on the Peninsula.

Raegene Castle, President of Peninsula Self Help for Hard of Hearing People
(SHHH), representing 14% of the population, commended the City for making their
lives a lot better. She stated that the meeting room in the main library is looped, an
area for equipment storage is assigned, use of the meeting rooms at the Veterans
Center and library is afforded and allows the necessary outreach to the hard of
hearing community. She further stated that during the past two years membership
has doubled and continues to grow. A model program has been developed and is
going nationwide which would not have been possible without the City Council and
staff support.

Council Member Foust thanked Ms. Castle for her tireless work stating that she is the
model of what every community needs.

Janet Borgens clarified that the PAL building is actually in the Friendly Acres
Neighborhood. She thanked the City for the Community Improvement Grant Program
that funded the neighborhood picnic on the previous Sunday where great community
involvement occurred. She thanked the Fire Department, specifically, Dewey Duran
and Jason Blodgett, for assisting with the barbecue on their day off.

M/S Foust/Aguirre to waive reading of the Consent Calendar except the ordinances
by title, adopt the resolutions and the ordinances, and approve other items.

8. STAFF REPORTS

A. Wayfinding and Directional Signage Program - City Council and
Redevelopment Agency (402)

Redevelopment Manager Moeller introduced the report on how to find your way
into and around downtown Redwood City.

Tom Richman, of Catalyst Design, explained the design program concept.

Mark McDougall and Deb Shea, of Hellbent Marketing, and Analyst Claudia
Olalla gave portions of the report on the logo and signage.
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Public Comment:

Bruce Codding stated that he has been involved with branding and marketing in
his business and his opinion is that the consultants have done a great job. He
reminded Council that ailthough the colors are a bit shocking, they will not be
murals on the side of a building but relatively small. He stated that looking at the
pedestrian signs, the big feature of the logo disappears with the contrasting
colors moving away. He further expressed his hope that the next rendition will
show that the signs will not be huge and glaring. He further expressed that the
idea of the courthouse and stained glass could be used in an avant garde
fashion but to consider colors that stand up under weather conditions.

Janet Borgens agreed that we want people to come into town to be entertained,
shop, visit and know that it is alive and exciting. She stated that these colors say
that and she agrees that it is different but that Redwood City has changed a lot.
‘She suggested an outline on the dome and that the directional signs were very
good.

Council Members comments included appreciation of the work involved and the
risk in creativity, a desire for the logo to embrace a long heritage; possible
incorporation of trees and the classic architecture with color; that the logo is bold
and modem; the “RWC” is cleverly arranged and is preferred rather than “RC™
the circular examples were preferred; vibrant colors might be tied in with the
historic piece and the white color is not preferred.

Consensus of the program itseif was expressed with staff to return with some
color and logo options and revisions based on Council comments.

B. Middlefield/Theatre Way I Improvements City Council and Redevelopment
Agency (402)

Redevelopment Manager Moeller stated that this project was challenging and
explained the background. She stated that the goal is to create an esthetically
pleasing and festive pedestrian experience that communicates and tells people
that they are in an entertainment district, inviting them to come and celebrate with
us. : .

Council comments and questions included median landscaping accents with
street material for tie-in; pole with detailing to tie-in with wayfinding, - possible
decorative lighting on both sides; Tivoli lighting and other lighting options were
expressed; concern about possible clutter from poles was expressed.

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Public Comment:
Pat Taviss stated that the goal is that downtown be vibrant, exciting and a place
everyone wants to come. She asked to not hold back that we can be bold.

Mike Kastrop stated that the lanterns are lovely and unique to Redwood City and that
if the lanterns are bright they have the effect of darkening the street to pedestrians
and drivers so careful consideration should be taken in the plan. He stated that Tivoli
lighting should be carefully thought out, flag concept could be used with a change out
plan and lighting should be coordinated with signage so that it is illuminated at night .

Recommendation:

Review, modify if appropriate, and approve the design concept for the pedestrian
and wayfinding improvements to Middlefield Road between Veterans Boulevard and
Broadway and authorize staff to proceed with the necessary steps to finalize design
development and prepare construction drawings and bid packages.

Economic Development Coordinator Webb explained the project and introduced the
staff and consultant team involved.

Broadway Redwood City, LLC, in which BHV Innisfree Ventures |, LLC
(developers of the Downtown Retail-Cinema project) and Buchanan Urban
Investors, LLC are the sole members, for construction of streetscape
improvements around the Downtown Retail-Cinema Project, including the
Courthouse block of Broadway, and authorize the City Manager and the
Redevelopment Agency Executive Director to execute same. (See attached.) The
motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.
