Janet Borgens expressed thanks regarding the Interservice Coordinating Council’s
Unsung Hero Awards ceremony in which 13 recipients received awards for dedication
to this community. She stated that the servers neglected to show up and the City
Council Members and City staff present at the event volunteered and served the
lunches. She presented gifts of thanks to the Council and City staff for thelr effort and

support.

Susie Peyton, speaking as a board member of the Redwood City Education
Foundation, thanked the City for co-sponsoring the upcoming community outreach
event. The screening of the movie, “First to Worst”, a documentary about the
California education system over the last 30 years, is scheduled to be shown on

- November 15-at 7:00 p.m. in the auditorium at McKinley Middle School. Following the

- movie, there will be a panel discussion with John Merrow, the maker of the movie;
Delaine Eastin, Superintendent of Public Schools in California; Susan Sweeney,
Director of California Education Foundations; and Dr. Kenneth Hill, Redwood City
Superintendent of Schools from 1970-1990. The event is to be moderated by Mark
Simon with other co-sponsorship by the League of Women Voters, the Chamber of
Commerce and Assembly Member lra Ruskin. She encouraged all to attend to
~understand who runs the schools,. how they are financed, what the State is- domg to
change it, and what we can do as citizens to change it.

Nita Spangler stated that she has been listening and seeking knowledge about what is
being done toward disaster preparedness an the San Francisco Peninsula.

Cduncrl Member .Benh steted that there isa Dusester Preparedness page on the City's
website and he encouraged residents to take a look and he emphaslzed that thls is a
huge concern for the City. : S , , .

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conversation with the participants. She commended Malcolm Smith, the City Manager
and Peninsula Conflict Resolution Center for their work. She further stated that the
comeback meeting is scheduled for November 15 and may compete with the “First to
Worst” showing. She thanked the Police Department and City for the efforts. She also
announced that on October 27 from 7-8:30 p.m. in the library community room there is
a school board candidates' forum.

Council Member Foust commended the City Manager, Community Development
Director Engineering Manager Chang and Senior Civil Engineer Vorametsanti .
She stated that the contract is on time that considering the construction costs, it is
a reasonable amount in terms of change order and is invaluable to the Redwood
Shores neighborhood. She further stated that the project is well within the funding
sources of the Shores Transportation Improvement District, the State
Transportation Improvement Program and fees collected from the City of Belmont
with no impact to the City’s General Fund. She stated that this is an example of
effectiveness in a major construction project.

Council Member Foust stated that this is a clear example of how the City operates
and how it runs an effective organization. She gave the background that this
equipment was no longer useful to the Fire Department and might typically be put
out to auction whereby a fraction of the actual cost would have been realized.
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Instead, the Fire Department negotiated a deal with their supplier and was able to
trade for 14 new SCBA voice amplifiers that increase the ability for Fire personnel
to communicate with each other in an emergency with no cost to the City. She
thanked Chief Kohimann and Fire Captain Franchi for thinking outside the box.

8. Public Hearings

A. Appeal of the Zoning Administrator's denial of a Use Permit at 150 El Camino
Real and 20 Avondale Avenue to allow for the seasonal sale of pumpkins and
Christmas trees from October 1, 2005 through October 31, 2005, (for pumpkin
sales) and from November 15, 2005 to January 5, 2006 (for Christmas tree sales).
Project Planner Lyon explained the decision, that the applicant appealed the
decision, staff prepared to present tonight, and the applicant came in earlier in the
day having decided to withdraw the appeal.

7. STAFF REPORTS
A. Status Update of Stanford Outpatient Center/Medical Clinics Project

Principal Planner Passanisi gave the update on the status of the property located
in the Midpoint Technology Park. He utilized a PowerPoint presentation on file in
the City Clerk Department. He further explained the project history, required
approvals and stated the project status highlights.

Council Members asked various questions and requested that the response and
analysis of the economic document would be provided to the Council for any
policy decisions in the future. Clarification was made that the EIR would pertain
strictly to the clinic which is the only project under the scope.

Dr. Jeffrey Shefren, Chief of General Gynecology at Stanford and Vice President
of Ambulatory Care, stated that the responsibility of the clinic resides under him.
He stated that although clear that Stanford is an academic medical center and a
provider of complex care both nationally and internationally. He stated that what
may not be as well known is that Stanford is a community hospital and has been
since it was built in 1959 with 60% plus admissions coming from our local service
area which includes San Mateo and Santa Clara counties. He further stated that
when looking at the admissions from San Mateo County, in virtually every specialty
Redwood City ranks either the highest or second highest in the number of
admissions. He summarized that they have worked with the neighborhood and
Chamber of Commerce and that Stanford is pleased with the site and the ability to
provide the advanced ambulatory activities to Redwood City.

Public Comment:

Nita Spangler expressed support for Stanford but stated her concern about a
recent telephone survey that began with the current Council election then went
into the Stanford clinic questions. She stated her dissatisfaction with questions
related to whether the City Council should seek from Stanford a certain amount of
free service or not accept Stanford into the community. She further stated that the
opportunity to have the Stanford clinic in Redwood City is wonderful and that they
will be charitable when the occasion demands due to their general public outlook.

City Manager Everett stated that the City is not conducting such a survey.

Rosalba Alavez spoke in Spanish and an interpreter was present. The interpreter
translated that Ms. Alavez is a Redwood City resident and is present today to ask
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that the community have a voice in the process. She is an employee of Stanford
Hospital and knows that Stanford is very prestigious and can bring good to
Redwood City. She wants to ensure that the community has a voice and that
Stanford Hospital brings something back to the community.

Linda Cornell, a longtime Redwood City resident and employee of Stanford
Hospital, stated that her concern with the clinic is that Stanford will be exempt
from property taxes yet benefits will be utilized such as the Police Department,
Public Works and the Fire Department. She stated that it is fair that Stanford be
publicly accountable for this project.

Linda Lopez stated that she is representing El Concillio of San Mateo County
which has been in San Mateo County for 25 years and that the purpose is to
improve the quality of life for Latinos. That is done by identifying the needs,
promoting programs that meet the goals and she is speaking of the human impact
of the project. She stated that she is not convinced that Stanford will comply with
the community needs and she wants to be sure that there is clear assurance that
Stanford will listen to the needs and comply. She further stated that culturally
competent services should be provided and that a productive and effective line of
communication with labor and the community is in order. She stated that El
Concillio would propose that a body be created for that purpose to oversee not
only the planning process but the ongoing success and promotion of good, strong
community relations and labor relations.

Christine Walters stated that her partner is an employee of Stanford and they are
both residents of Redwood City. She echoed the concerns of her fellow residents
about open and transparent process of community input. She further announced a
town hall meeting and community forum featuring guest panelists, community
organizations, residents and elected officials to further air issues surrounding this
expansion project. The forum will be held at 6:00 p.m. on November 17 at the Fair
Oaks Community Center.

Cassiopeia Kitchens stated that she is a resident and attends Canada College
and she expressed her opinion that the City Council should demand a full
environmental impact report so that the environmental interests of the community
are protected.

Janet Borgens, representing the Friendly Acres Neighborhood Association, stated
that the organization has been in talks regarding the projects for some time and
there are some concerns. She stated that parking is a concern and Stanford is
known for charging to park which encourages parking into the neighborhood.
Another issue is that an estimate of 600 jobs is projected for the site with
approximately 500 already held by Stanford employees. She stated that the
organization would like to see the potentially 100 new jobs be filled by Redwood
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City residents. She also stated the biohazard issue since the location is in a flood
area and that these concerns have been brought forward and that there is
communication occurring.

Council Members stated the need for the organization to discuss with Stanford the
impact of housing with new employees or transfer of employees into the area. The
point was made that communities without jobs do not function well and that the
opportunity to share the concerns and work together will be available.

Mayor Ira stated that the town hall meeting is being sponsored by El Concillio of
San Mateo County, San Mateo County Supervisor Rose Jacobs-Gibson and SEIU
Local 715.

Principal Planner Passanisi was asked and stated the process begins with an
environmental assessment to see what any potential impacts might be. If the
impacts appear to be relatively minor that can be mitigated or reduced to an
acceptable degree, a mitigated negative declaration could be done in 2-3 months.
Should there be a significant impact such as neighborhood traffic, an
environmental impact report (EIR) is done which is a comprehensive, thorough
analysis of all the environmental impacts that could come from the project. The
EIR then goes to the Planning Commission for review and certification. The EIR or
the negative declaration is not a project approval, but rather information that helps
the City decide on the project that provides information. Upon completion of the
environmental analysis is a plan development permit that is required for the
project. Both those items are typically reviewed at a public hearing before the
Planning Commission. A Planning Commission decision could be appealed to the
City Council. Any concerns expressed at the community meeting could be written
to the Planning Department at City Hall.
