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5. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY -
A. P.A.C.T. Graduation Ceremony

Mayor Ira and Vice Mayor Pierce honored the most recent participants in the
City’s Partnership Academy for Community Training (P.A.C.T.) program.

B. Presentation by Assembly Member Ira Ruskin on the Past Legislative Year

State Assembly Member Ira Ruskin presented an overview of the legislation he
had sponsored in the last year on areas such as environmental safety, disposal of
hazardous waste, safeguards for drinking water, enforcement of weights and
measures devices around the state, a teacher/school paperwork reduction act,
and child safety measures. Ruskin announced that he had been appointed Chair
of the Environmental Safety and Toxic Materials Committee, that he was also
serving as a member of the standing Higher Education and Banking/Finance
Commitees, and that he was Chair of the Select Committee on Nanotechnology
and Emerging Technologies. He encouraged citizens to be in touch with him, and
called upon Council Members to bring forth ideas for legislation that he could
advocate on behalf of for the District.

C. Proclamation recognizing National Geographic Information Systems (GIS) Day

Community Development Services Manager Passanisi presented a Powerpoint
presentation (on file in the Office of the City Clerk) about the City’s use of the GIS
program. Mayor Ira congratulated Passanisi and City staff on the use of the
program, and presented him with a ceremonial proclamation.

6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR -

Janet Borgens introduced student Randy Barker, who is new to the community and
goes to Woodside High School and wants to learn more about City government, and
commended him on attending the City Council meeting. Borgens also spoke on the
topic of the Fire Department and the Friendly Acres neighborhood. She described an
emergency trunk that the neighborhood has and thanked Dewey Durand and the rest
of the Fire Department for helping neighborhood volunteers clean and file emergency
water barrels.

Cherlene Wright expressed congratulations to the Council Members who had recently
been re-elected. She spoke on behalf of the Redwood City Education Foundation
about two upcoming events. The first was the Foundation’s showing of a movie on the
topic of California schools called “First to Worst,” taking place on Wednesday,
November 16, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. in McKinley Auditorium. Wright also announced that
Peet's Coffee & Tea at 2600 Broadway was having their grand opening festivities on
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Saturday, November 19, 2005 to benefit the Redwood City Education Foundation and
urged citizens and Council to come to the event.

Council Member Aguirre remarked in relation to topic 6.1.H, how important the
Redwood City Family Centers were, noting especially the Kennedy Middle School, and
acknowledging that partnership between the City and the schools.

Vice Mayor Pierce noted that Redwood City 2020 results in the community maximizing
tax dollars to best effect to help our community.

Council Member Hartnett remarked on the success of Redwood City 2020, and
commented on Retired Pastor Dennis Logie’s efforts as well as other volunteers that
helped get 2020 going back when it was known as Redwood City 2000.

A. General Plan Amendment and Zoning Map Amendment for the nine (9) existing
parcels within a 1.49 acre project area (Wegman’'s Nursery) to change to
Commerical — Heavy/Mixed Use and General Commercial — Residential “CG-R”,
respectively

Planner Blake Lyon gave a presentation on the General Plan amendment
to affect 492 Woodside Road (Wegman’s Nursery). Mr. Lyon noted that
the Planning Department had been working with Wegman’s at their request
to clean up several zoning issues over time as Wegman’s wanted to make
several improvements to the property. Lyon explained that Planning was
making the recommendation to make the zone a mixed-use zone and
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amend the General Plan designation of the parcels to mixed-use. Lyon
clarified that this evening’s vote was simply to change designation, and that
any subsequent development on the site must go through the Planning
process (permits, A.R.C. review, etc.). Lyon also remarked that the maps
provided in the Council Packet were generated by using the GIS system.

Council asked questions surrounding the nine parcels going down to two or
three, and Lyon verified that this was correct.

Mayor Ira opened the Public Hearing. There was no public comment.

M/S Bain/Foust to close the public hearing. The motion passed by a
unanimous voice vote by those present.

Council comments included Council Member Foust commending Planning
Staff for this solution and noting that Wegman’s was a 40-year-old business
and a good community asset. Foust remarked that the conclusion is to
improve the property and make it more conducive to the community.

Recommendation:

M/S Foust/Bain that the City Council accept the Planning Commission and staff
recommendations to amend the General Plan designation and Zoning Map for
the 1.49 acre project area based on a review of the staff report, administrative
record and public testimony find that:

The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote by those present.

B. Ordinance Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance related to Stormwater Control;
Reducing Parking Requirements, and Establishing Creek Setback Requirements

City Engineer Lynch presented a Staff Report detailing the major issues
surrounding the proposed ordinance amendment, including landscaping, open
space, pollution prevention, parking rates, and creek setbacks. Lynch guided
people to a chart in the ordinance to clearly delineate the issues. Lynch advised
that there were two main questions as to why this topic was coming forward: 1.
Why are we doing this? and 2. Where did all the supporting data come from?
To answer the first question, Lynch stated that the Water Control Board asked
each City sixty questions regarding policies and procedures on the topic of
Stormwater Control, and Redwood City could only answer positively on about
thirty percent of the questions. As to the derivation of the supporting data, Lynch
introduced Curtis Williams of M.H.A. Environmental Consulting, and advised that
M.H.A. had researched with other cities to compare policies and procedures with
those of Redwood City. Wiliams noted that the changes are accepted
Stormwater procedures, that the recommendations are very practical and do not
place undue burden on the property owners, and that the reguiations are flexible
enough for both today's development and that of the future. Williams also
clarified that the Downtown area was specifically left out of the proposed
ordinance amendment because the Downtown Precise Plan would govern how
this area would be handled.

Vice Mayor Pierce remarked on concerns about water quality and had questions
on parking and parking design pertaining to inclusion of bicycle parking and other
modes of transportation. Lynch verified that this was not included in the proposed
ordinance but rather was governed by C.C.A.G. policy, which the City must
comply with. Tom Passanisi also noted that this area was handled within the
Zoning Ordinance.

Council remarks included questions about a letter from J.R. Rodine Governmental
Affairs Consultant (on file in the Office of the City Clerk) which had been
submitted for the public record just prior to the meeting.

Mayor Ira opened the public hearing.
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Public Comment:

Alan O’Driscoll of the Bay Area Geotechnical Group stated that his group
supported efforts to handle creek setbacks and runoff because it was good urban
design. He referenced the letter from J.R. Rodine Governmental Affairs
Consultant, and specified that they were hoping to see more flexibility in the
ordinance than was presently offered.

M/S Foust/Hartnett to close the public hearing. The motion passed by a
unanimous voice vote by those present.

Council Members expressed various questions to Curtis Williams of M.H.A.
Environmental Consulting surrounding permits for setbacks, health and safety,
neighbors’ concerns, setbacks, and variances for new materials as further
advances are made.

Mayor Ira remarked that Council would like to see some development on
Redwood Creek and that this could occur in the future while carefully balancing
environmental concerns.

Recommendation:

M/S Hartnett/Foust to introduce an Ordinance amending the Zoning Ordinance to
implement Stormwater Control programs, including but not limited to, reduction of
parking rates for multi-family and mixed use development in limited areas;
establishing creek setbacks along protected watercourses, and providing for
grandfathered facilities in the Industrial Districts.

8. COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. Consideration of draft “Guiding Principles for Property Acquisition” prepared by
the Ad Hoc Committee on Redevelopment

Council Member Foust explained that the Ad Hoc Committee on Redevelopment
was comprised of herself, Vice Mayor Pierce, and Council Member Hartnett, and
that it was formed by Mayor Ira in response to the eminent domain proceedings
with the Celotti's. She gave an overview of the subcommittee’s pursuits, including
meeting a number of times and conducting independent research to move
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
