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5. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS

Jeff Gee, representing the Redwood City/San Mateo County Chamber of Commerce
announced that the Chamber had been named the third largest Chamber in the Bay
Area for the fourth year in a row. He further announced various upcoming events that
included the Progress Seminar that is set for April 7-9, 2006; the Redwood City State
of the City on January 20 and the Annual Chamber Awards Dinner on January 26,
2006. The Annual Awards Dinner will honor outgoing Chair Mike Giari; welcome Barry
Jolette as incoming Chair; recognize Athena Award winner Mary Huss; and recognize
business leaders in the community for outstanding contributions in education with the
award of the Golden Apple Awards. The Golden Apple Awards will go to Pete’s Harbor
and Electronic Arts. He thanked the Council and staff for ongoing support of the
Chamber.

Teri Chin, representing the Redwood City Martin Luther King, Jr. Celebration Planning
Committee, invited the general public as the Council had already received invitations
to the 21* celebration. Saturday, January 14, from 10-4 an all day event will occur at
the Boys and Girls Club in East Palo Alto with an honoring of three Redwood City
residents who have fought for civil rights and community issues in the community to
occur at 1 p.m. Those residents are Fernando Vega, Kathleen Mahany and Dorothy
Page to be honored together with individuals from East Palo Alto. She further stated
that the Freedom Train will go from San Jose to San Francisco on January 16,
departing from the San Mateo Caltrain station. Partnering with the Peninsula group will
begin with the celebration at 9:30 and train departure at 10:30 a.m. A candlelight vigil
commemorating Martin Luther King, Jr. and remembering Rosa Parks will occur on
January 19 at 5:00 p.m. at St. Peter's Episcopal Church, 178 Clinton Street.

Tom Mobhr, President of Canada College, invited the Council to a reception being held
at the college on January 31 at 1:00 p.m. honoring the retirement of Dick Claire and
Diane Eyer. He stated that both have been giants in contributing to the college and
their cities.

Steven Howard stated various code enforcement issues that included on El Camino
Real near Edgewood where a gas station has illegal “A” frames with half a dozen
banners hanging from it; across the street is a flooring store with four wooden signs
that have been tacked up to the building; a 7-11 store has a marble sign taped to a
post out in front; and an auto dealership on a flag lot with a sign tacked on the side of
a fence. He stated that there are various other examples and that he understands
health issues come first. He further suggested utilizing groups from the community to
address these issues such as the Pride and Beautification Committee or setting up a
subcommittee to deal with issues of signage.
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6. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY -
A. Presentation: Sequoia Union High School District — Superintendent Pat Gemma

Superintendent Gemma provided the Council with what he termed, “ an update on
plans that the Sequoia High School has to house a significant increase in students
at what we will now call the Sequoia Area or Sequoia property”. The area is
bordered by the EI Camino, Broadway, Brewster, Elwood and James Street. The
existing property of the Sequoia High School houses 1,650 students, the District
offices, and District corporate yard. The planning thus far will have impact on the
citizens of Redwood City, particularly to those neighboring the site. He further
explained the background leading up to this point. He then delineated the
temporary plan.

Council asked various questions associated with the plan and made comments
such as encouraging the District to work with the City staff in gaining information
on Police and landscaping experience.

Susan Swope, as a neighbor of the Sequoia High School District, stated that her
initial reaction to moving Redwood Continuation is that it is not an ideal solution.
She stated she understands Council has no jurisdiction over any of the school
districts in Redwood City. She further stated that the City has been a terrific
partner to many organizations and she urged the Council to work as hard as
possible to help the District find a better solution. She stated her belief that
Proposition 39 was not meant to disadvantage the high school district and
community as would the impacts in the use of the tennis courts and additional
traffic.

B. Presentation: Gangs — Chief of Police Carlos Bolanos

Police Chief Bolanos introduced Captain Chris Cesena, Sergeant Sean Hart and
Officer Dan Smith. He began with an overview and update on the gang situation in
the community. Sergeant Hart and Officer Smith provided a gang awareness
presentation. (PowerPoint presentation on file in the City Clerk Office.)

Council Members thanked the Police Department for its work and asked how the

community can assist. Residents can report suspicious congregating of groups of
strangers or vehicles and call the graffiti hotline for removal at 780-7304.

Vice Mayor Foust stated that this agreement has been in negotiation with the City
and the 7 other agencies comprising the San Mateo County Telecommunications
Authority (SAMCAT) over the last 18-24 months. She stated that in addition to the
5% on the gross revenues, there are also public educational and governmental
capital grants totaling $854,000, with about $228,000 goes to Peninsula TV and
80% of those funds will be received in the first five years of the franchise
agreement. She further stated that in the community, Comcast makes itself
available for our schools, non-profit organizations, the Chamber of Commerce
and many other groups on a variety of levels throughout the County and in a
variety of funding mechanisms working to be a good corporate citizen.

The opportunity for
public comment on the EIR at the Planning Commission meeting is a scoping
session on January 17 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Council Chamber.

A. Water Financing Plan — 2005 Update
PWS Director Ingram followed-up on the December 9, 2005 meeting, providing an
opportunity to receive public comment and questions prior to the January 23, 2006
meeting. He stated some revisions to the plan.
There was no public comment.
Council Members made various comments.

9. PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. The Proposed Use of 2005 Citizens Option for Public Safety (COPS) funds of
$109,639.00 by the Redwood City Police Department

Sergeant Harper stated that for the tenth consecutive year the Police
Department has received funds through the program. He stated that the
funds received must be used for existing services and it is the
recommendation that $102,673.00 of this year's award be dedicated to
salaries and benefits of Police Officer positions approved by the City
Council pursuant to the staffing study of 1997. The remaining $6,966.00
would be dedicated to the purchase of supplemental swat related law
enforcement equipment as recommended.

There was no public comment.

M/S Hartnett/Howard to close the public hearing. The motion passed by a
unanimous voice vote by those present.

Recommendation:

M/S Hartnett/Bain to approve by motion, the Police Chief's recommendation to
dedicate $102,673.00 of the Citizens Option for Public Safety (COPS) fund to the
salaries and benefits of the new police officer positions approved by City Council
pursuant to the staffing study of 1997. The Police Chief recommends that the
remaining funds, $6966.00 be dedicated to the purchase of SWAT related law

enforcement equipment. (706) MINUTE ORDER 06-13
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B. Extension of Downtown exemption to Transportation Impact Mitigation Fee
(TIMF) for new projects

Downtown Development Manager Zack explained why the recommendation is to
extend the exemption or a period of 18 months, retroactive to the expiration which
is the end of 2006.

Mayor Pierce opened the public hearing.

Public Comment:

Janet Borgens referred to the second page under proposed extension of the
exemption and asked for clarification on, “losses and revenues to the TIMF
will either be directly replaced from another source or will be offset by
Redevelopment Agency funding of TIMF projects listed in the original
study”. She asked for an explanation of the disincentive for office use.

Zack stated that the reason the source is not identified at this time is
because the decision if necessary will be made at the time needed. Two
possible sources are C/CAG and new EIR mitigation items from new
projects that could occur.

M/S Bain/Howard to close the public hearing. The motion passed by a
unanimous voice vote by those present.

There was general Council discussion about consideration of larger projects
being more productive after the Precise Plan is adopted.
