B. Amendment No. 1 to the Agreement with DPR Construction, Inc. for
Providing Construction Management/General Contractor (CM/GC) Services
for Phase ll of the Historic Courthouse Reconstruction, Courthouse Square

CDS Director Patterson explained that this is finishing up the design process that
has taken over 2-1/2 years, numerous public meetings, City Council, Planning
Commission and Architectural Review Committee meetings as well as internal staff
member meetings. It is now time to work on the final phase, which is construction.
Amendment No. 1 allows construction to begin on Monday, March 20 and will
provide for public restrooms next to the old annex on Hamilton Street, although
there is no final design on that as yet. He further stated that public notification has
occurred and the anticipated completion date is September 29, 2006.

Council comments included that when the funds are available, the money be put
back into the child care acquisition fund. Questions about the restroom design
were asked with a response that the Council Downtown subcommittee had studied
the alternatives and determined that the best possible custom design be used to
match the surroundings. Some landscaping will assist in the blending. DPR
Construction, Inc. was noted as a tremendous asset to the community and the
historic restoration project.

C. Priority Setting Session (continued from February 6, 2006)

Mayor Pierce introduced the session with an understanding of accomplishments
and challenges over 2005 and stated some of the many accomplishments that
have hit on the areas of importance to both the residents and the City Council.
She stated that the policy of the Council over the last few years of budget deficits
has worked to make cuts within our programs and use reserves. Going into the
next budget cycle, the budget is status quo, there are no additional resources. Any
priorities that demand resource allocation must be made up from taking funds
from something else, developing new revenues or tapping into reserves.

Facilitator Shauna Wilson of PCRC stated that the first phase is the opportunity
for each Council Member to champion a theme or an area of concern. Discussion
might occur on what may need to be addressed immediately and some items that
may need postponing or elimination. Ongoing focus long term items should be
discussed.

Public Comment:

Larry Aikens, representing the Port of Redwood City, urged the City to make
establishment of a ferry service in Redwood City a priority and one that is viewed
completely separate from rail transit. He stated that the Port would like to assist in
making it a priority that is easy to attain and that Council Member Howard has
worked diligently since 1998 to bring the future ferry service to the city. He
explained the work done so far and three potential sites have been identified.
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Although the funding will come slowly, the regional ferry system could come into
play in disaster recovery planning in both the State and Federal levels and the Port
would like to be in a ready position.

Greg Greenway, representing the Redwood City/San Mateo County Chamber of
Commerce as Chair of the Economic Development Department, stated that he is
responsible for work related to the Transportation and Housing Committee. This
year the Chamber has made it the top priority within that scope of work to help the
City improvements to the Woodside Road and U.S. 101 interchange and the
related Highway 84 segments at Woodside Road and Bayfront Expressway. He
urged Council support for improvements to transportation infrastructure in general
as a high priority, and particularly, from the Chamber point of view, the work on the
Woodside Road interchange. It is an economic issue to move commuters and
goods, it is a safety issue, a quality of life issue and issue that receives a lot of
support from the organized business community in obtaining transportation dollars
on the table and projects built. The only way that additional dollars can come into
the community to get the long term expensive projects done is to work diligently

over time and for the City to take the lead in these projects in obtaining State and
Federal money.

Greg Greenway, speaking in his role on the Child Care Coordinating Council of
San Mateo County, urged consideration of placing child care as a high priority
over the next year or so. He stated that families need child care and quality child
care is an economic issue to the extent that it is the beginning of education for
children, preparing them for school and improves readiness for later education. It
is also a transportation issue in that one of the critical services available should be
child care.

Vice Mayor Foust explained that after February 6 it was clear that Council had a
broad look at priorities and staff had not received clear direction in light of a flat
budget. The list of themes was developed and all comments, priorities from last
year and this year fit under the five themes. Council will be asked to look at the
themes and subcategories under them with three areas in mind, current and short
term, ongoing, and big picture long term. The dots will be used to drill the process
down.

City Manager Everett referred to staff report pages14-17 stating that the items that
could be costed have been and is the best estimate at this time. Once priorities
are developed, staff would bring budget amendments on each item listed as a
priority. It is expected that in June there will be a clearer idea of cost and whether
to proceed or not. The setting of priorities will occur with the understanding that
the real decision occurs in June when the packages come forward for

consideration.

Council Member Howard stated that on April 24 she will bring before Council a
very encouraging survey report and information to demonstrate that with a very
limited city investment and partners it will be possible to set up a pilot shuttle
service for Redwood City. No operation costs, liability or paperwork will be
required other than the two agencies coming to Council with updated reports. The
cost may be approximately $50,000. the first year and the Transportation impact
funds of $250,000 earmarked for future shuttle service could be used for this
purpose.

Council Member Aguirre stated that she sees the themes as the overarching
guidelines/values from the previous year and do not require a dollar amount. She
further stated that under Downtown Redevelopment from the first session,
priorities for her are b) creative, diverse, and affordable housing on transit lines
and c) economic development: business retention, business promotion. She
explained that because infrastructure is prioritized in so many other areas she
would like to vote for economic development, particularly for the businesses that
have suffered during the downturn, and also would vote for housing downtown.

Council Member Hartnett agreed that the overarching themes reflect the values
and areas of concentration and alert the staff to opportunities to be fulfilled in the
future. The areas of concern for increase with the limited funds that may be
available relates to public safety — at least partial restoration of the service of
Engine 9 as downtown further develops. Secondly, a downtown public safety plan
that is related to Engine 9 and the police services. He stated that the posted sub
points do not allow for him to articulate his interest in the public safety plan for
downtown. Regarding transportation infrastructure, with respect to it being a no
monetary option, Council needs to advocate for the Woodside Road interchange
and Highway 84 so that the Transportation Authority any other revenue source
understands it is a City priority. He further stated that to vote for items that require
funding would be misleading given the budget situation.

Council Member Bain stated that the discussion involves priorities, visions for the
future and long term goals as opposed to two-term, two-year budget items and the
two are not necessarily compatible with each other. He stated his belief that the
outcome will be short term where staff should focus energy and it should be
positioned in that way to the public. He advocated for the addition of half time
($52,000.) of an assistant traffic engineer position to complete a full time position.
He stated the importance for a number of reasons such as taking a closer look at
several issues which includes enhancing bicycle/pedestrian friendliness that will
help reduce traffic congestion, is complimentary to a proposed shuttle program
and will make the city safer. Traffic study around schools and speeders in the
neighborhood are areas that residents express concern around.

Mayor Pierce stated that one area where enough energy has not been placed is
economic development although there is not a dollar amount listed. Another area
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
