Public Comment:

Billy James, member of the working group, urged adoption of the recommendation
as reported. He thanked various staff members and stated that the reason he
became active in the group began with his participation in PACT.

Joe LeClair, member of the working group, thanked Mayor Pierce and staff. He
stated that there are a number of opportunities for improving both bicycle and
pedestrian access and mobility given the challenges in the area. He urged
adoption of the staff recommendation thanking both Rich Haygood and Gary
Bonte.

Adrian Brandt, member of the working group, expressed thanks for the opportunity
to experience early success to help bolster the group’s enthusiasm and begin to
demonstrate other areas to be worked on throughout the city. He further stated
that the project makes the road better for all users with traffic flowing smoothly
and encouraged staff recommendation approval.

John Langbein complimented staff for being proactive and offering three options
with the recommended option being a good compromise that accommodates all
users and allows cyclists to link from south. He restated that the group would like
to see staff come forward with more repaving projects for comments, suggestions
and other input.
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Mayor Pierce referenced a note sent by Peggy Brugmann stating her support for
the staff recommendation of three lanes with bike lanes. She stated that it is a
terrific opportunity to increase the north-south corridor for bikes, increase safety
for cars, and be a next step in extending the lanes onto Winslow and into the

Downtown.

Council Members thanked staff and Mayor Pierce for the leadership and urged
someone to apply for the vacancy on the C/CAG bicycle and pedestrian
committee.

Recommendation:

M/S Ira/Howard to approve a revised land striping plan that includes bicycle lanes
on Industrial Way between Whipple Avenue and the north City limit/San Carlos
border. The revised striping plan will be incorporated as part of the 2005-2006

B. Economic Development Element of the General Plan and the 5-Year Economic
Development Implementation Plan

Vice Mayor Foust stated that Principal Planner Passinisi would be giving an
overview of one of the optional elements of the General Plan which is the
Economic Development Element and explain why economic development is so
vital to the community.

Principal Planner Passinisi explained the optional element and the importance of it
being included.

Jeff Gee, Chamber Economic Development Vice Chair, stated that this is a unique
opportunity to look at an element that establishes a vision for Redwood City, the
assessment shows where we have been and where we are now, and the
strategies explain how to achieve that vision.

Housing & Economic Development Manager Webb gave a review of the last 10
years since the 1996 strategy was adopted. She then explained that the 5-year
implementation plan is proposed because the economy cycles up and down and
will allow for better responsiveness.

Project Manager Young explained the assessment report.

Gee acknowledged staff and the various partners involved in the process. He also
explained the Chamber endorsements and recommendations.

Housing & Economic Development Manager Webb explained the
recommendations and possible questions to prompt the discussion.

Planning Commission Chair Seybert stated that economic development is the
outcome of the work the Commission does and is the reason he is pleased with it
being included as an element.

Mayor Pierce thanked all involved in the process.
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Council Members thanked the Commission and staff for the effort, request for
more specificity around sustainability, efforts toward attracting alternative energy
companies was stated, take the guiding principles from the General Plan and plug
them into the element (601)

Recommendation:

1. Refer the Element back to the Planning Commission for continued refinement.
The motion passed by a unanimous voice present by those present with
Council Member Hartnett absent.

Council Members discussion included agreement to change to a 5-Year
implementation plan with more specifics in the recommendations requested;
during the Council priority setting session in January or possibly at mid-year,
discussion to occur on having economic development be a stand alone entity
within the City; the need for an educated workforce was expressed; being more
proactive in attracting more businesses and diversity of housing was stated.

2. Conceptually approve the proposed objectives and strategies contained in the
5-Year Economic Development Implementation Plan. The motion passed by
a unanimous voice vote by those present with Council Member Hartnett
absent.

Larry Buckmaster, Chamber of Commerce, stated that it has been a great process
and stated that the Board will devote a significant amount of time building on its
strategies to bring back to the City.

C. Response to Grand Jury Reports

Mayor Pierce stated that the packet contained three letters of response to Grand
Jury Reports, asking for concurrence on sending out the letters.

Council Member Bain asked that minor revisions be made to the letter on Page 3
of item 9.C to reflect in the last paragraph that the City Council has already taken
a leadership role and is actively working with all neighborhoods to develop a
neighborhood specific plan.

The motion
passed by a unanimous voice vote by those present with Council Member
Hartnett absent.
