Presentation:  Redwood City Public Library Children’s Room Remodel by Library
Director Dave Genesy

Library Director Genesy presented a slideshow that celebrates the expanded
children’s room and the newly created family place. He thanked the City Council for its
support through the Capital Improvement Program.

Proclamation: In Honor of Wells Fargo and John Adams

Mayor Pierce presented the proclamation thanking John Adams for his numerous
contributions to the community the most recent having recognized the potential for
and made possible the Wells Fargo Learning Center. The Learning Center is on the
ground floor of the San Mateo County History Museum, located in the Old Courthouse
at 2200 Broadway. John Adams and Wells Fargo secured a $200,000 grant from the
Wells Fargo Foundation that allowed the project to happen.

Keith Bautista, representing the San Mateo County Historical Association, stated that
the Learning Center allows the children in the community to gain not only knowledge
but pride in where they live. Deepest appreciation was extended to both John Adams
and Wells Fargo Bank from the San Mateo County Historical Association and
President, Mitch Postel.

6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR - CITY
COUNCIL/REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY

John Ngai, representing the Redwood City Kiwanis Club, stated that there is added
stress during the holidays, particularly, for the underprivileged in Redwood City. On
November 18, over 1,000 members from the various Bay Area Kiwanis Clubs joined
forces with NBC Channel 11, Nob Hill and Raley's Supermarkets for the annual turkey
drive. This year, 5,000 turkeys, over 1,000 pounds of non-perishable food and $7,500.
were collected in the Bay Area. Of the 40 plus supermarkets involved and staffed by
the Kiwanis Clubs, the Redwood Shores Nob Hill Supermarket was acknowledged by
NBC Channel 11 as the location collecting the highest number of turkeys, at 350 along
with several pounds of non-perishable food. He stated that two Redwood City non-
profit organizations have benefited, the St. Anthony’s Dining Room freezer and the
Salvation Army were filled with turkeys. As a Kiwanian he expressed his pride in being
a part of an international organization that improves the lives of children and families
in this local community.

Council Member Howard stated that the Redwood City Kiwanis is the same service
organization that runs the Farmers Market from April through November. She stated
that all the money raised through vendor fees goes directly to those less fortunate in
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the community for such items as food, school supplies, and warm coats. She
commended both the Redwood City Kiwanis and the international organization as a
whole for its contributions.

Laura Fanucchi, Director of Programs of HIP Housing, presented Council with the
2007 calendar while thanking Wells Fargo for assisting in underwriting the cost of
printing that comes at no cost to the community. She stated that there are 450 entries
by youth submitting drawings of their homes and stating why their home is important
to them. The 12 winners’ entries are featured in the calendar.

7. STAFF REPORT/TASK FORCE REPORT

A. Community Tree Task Force Recommendations to City Council

Planning Manager Ekas introduced the topic, stating that the Task Force is an
innovative, hard working group of people who worked from March through
September. She further thanked staff members for their support. She further
described the notification process for this meeting and introduced Derby Davidson
and Isila Oliver who reported the Task Force recommendations. (PowerPoint
presentation on file)

Mr. Davidson explained the Vision, Urban Conditions, and Policies and
Procedures outlined by the Task Force.

Ms. Oliver described the Enforcement, Maintenance, Budget and Education
components of the Task Force recommendations. She further thanked Mayor
Pierce and the City for canvassing community participation and involvement in
putting forth the recommendations.

Council Members asked various questions such as whether the policy applies to
all trees on the property, how much information was obtained from other
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communities, level of fines. Comments included that regulations should be
tailored according to neighborhoods, commended the Task Force for the work,
consideration toward trees that might pose obstacles to pedestrians

Public Comment:

Alan Carson asked whether there might be credit for having enhanced
landscaping with trees where nothing existed previously. He questioned pruning
permits being annual and revocable and asked if where knowledgeable in pruning
the homeowner might do the pruning. He stated that current best practices should
be endorsed about the removal permits and penalties for the permits related to
trees. He also suggested a contest be held to find the 100 largest trees, different
species, etc. He asked who decides what a nuisance tree is.

Chris Bush extended appreciation to the Task Force and stated her
disappointment in the process of the Task Force, resulting proposal, and
recommendations. She stated that reference to the four pro tree guest speakers
and not mentioning the one homeowners’ rights speaker was a biased statement.
The letter that went out mentioned various components but did not mention
homeowners’ rights which is not representative of one of the most contentious
issues. Some of the original suggestions submitted were either edited or never
included from the original forum. She further stated that No. 13 lacks credibility
due to censorship and that the failed recommendation to reinstate code
enforcement of the tree ordinance will not enforce the current ordinance.

Derby Davidson confirmed that one of the first items voted on was to agree that
consensus needed to consist of at least an 80% affirmative vote. Each of the 24
items received an 80% vote of approval.

Ralph Nobles supported the plan to create a citizens appeals board. He stated
that his reason is that he has had a personal problem Theodore Cedar 50 year-old
has two sucker branches that interferes with its beauty. He stated that he obtained
a professional assessment that confirmed pruning of the tree is appropriate but
that he was denied a permit to do so.

Susan Swope commended the Council’s forethought in commissioning the Task
Force and stated that the urban forest is in need of attention. She congratulated
the Task Force for an excellent job overall, stating that she particularly likes the
vision; adoption of the idea of a landmark rather than a heritage tree; and
development of an education program. Over the last 20 years at the Parks and
Recreation Commission level, an appeal is most often due to the wrong tree being
planted in the wrong place. She agreed that the impact of the property owner
should be considered in decisions for tree removal permits, and that approving
and developing an urban master plan is excellent. She stated concern with item
#7.C due to instances where it may not be advisable to replace a tree, and #8
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stating that street trees should be of the low maintenance varieties. She submitted
written comments dated December 4, 2006 for the record.

Keith Bautista, Redwood City resident, asked what the homeowner’s responsibility
is with respect to the sidewalk hazards created by the trees planted within the
City's right-of-way. If the homeowner is responsible then we are all in jeopardy
with the raised sidewalks caused by the tree roots. He stated that he utilized the
accelerated program where the homeowner requests repair of the sidewalk and
pays 50% and 5 years later the sidewalk has raised again despite the root barrier
placement.

Nita Spangler, a member of the Task Force, stated that she agrees with Chris,
she agrees with the man who wants to repair the sidewalks and go easy on the
owners. She stated it was interesting experience and she learned a lot. She stated
that there were grasslands from the hills to the bay as the City began planting
trees in the early 1860’s and she gave some of the history at that time in the area,
pointing out that we have lost many of the trees. Although trees enhance the
landscape they are very expensive and she has been through the appeal process.
She stated that we will have increasingly small lots and need to manage nice
landscaping as in some neighboring communities.

Council Members questions and comments ensued about the practical application
of the recommendations; prior to adopting items with budget implications there
must be information regarding staffing needs and other costs that might be
discussed at the priority session. Council Member Bain submitted his written
concerns in advance due to his absence. They included his inclination to support
a tree advisory committee and whether other communities have them, do they
have thoughts regarding rubberized sidewalks, and the need for a more user
friendly website that answers common questions and provides clarifications.

Council discussion ensued regarding Foust: Receive the report, ask staff to come
back with items without budget implications, and a second series with budget
implications, contentious homeowner, liability and right of way issues. Community
education early in the process, appeals board would be helpful with an easy
process, how do we handle industrial/commercial zones in the unincorporated
area

M/S Howard/Foust to adopt the vision statement proposed as a foundation for
how the City will address the urban forest. The motion passed by a unanimous
voice vote with Council Member Bain absent.

M/S Ira/Foust to develop a recommended species list. The motion passed by a
unanimous voice vote with Council Member Bain absent.

8. STUDY SESSION

A. Study Session — Housing Policy Considerations for Redwood City

Community Development Director Ingram explained the topic and process.
Planning Manager Ekas and CDS Manager Passanisi continued with explaining
the various components of the study session. (PowerPoint presentation and “Real
Time Minutes” on file)

Public Comment:

Denise Brousseau stated that her only concern is the issue of inclusionary zoning.
She stated that she has researched the topic and that there are differing opinions
on potential ramifications to be considered. For example, if you say to the
developer that the requirement is to build “x” percent of affordable housing, that
while that happens, the same developer may include that “fee” into other adjacent
housing to make up for it.

Kevin Bondonno, Chair of Housing and Human Concerns Committee, stated that
it has been a fabulous discussion and that the HHCC is excited about direction to
continue the dialogue. He expressed his pleasure that the discussion has evolved
beyond the downtown.

Chris Wuthmann stated that he is a market rate developer and found the
presentation fascinating and on the mark. He complimented staff on the work and
stated that a particular challenge exists in that the city has both the redevelopment
area and areas where affordable housing would be desirable but the flexibility is
not as great. He suggested that if an ordinance is not adopted that consideration
of a study session around a proposed project be conducted. To the extent that
shared parking is implemented between daytime and nighttime uses, reduction in
the parking requirement and associated costs might be accomplished.
