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6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR - CITY COUNCIL

Joe Webb, Woodside resident having grown up in Redwood City, referred to the
consideration of Council adopting a sanctuary resolution. He gave his understanding
of the origin of the sanctuary movement in the 1980's that was extended to people
with good heart to political refugees and we now have economic refugees. He stated
that if Council approves this it will break federal law.

Mayor Pierce clarified that nobody has approached Council asking for a resolution or
asking to declare Redwood City a sanctuary.

Charles Bartlett stated that in San Jose a recent resolution was passed making it a
sanctuary city. He stated his understanding of the higher ethical appeal of such a
resolution but that it is too utopian and that often radical utopianism is destructive. He
is not opposed to immigration but stated that the magnitude is the problem in the
country.

Harriet Eastburg referred to the jails overflowing with one-third being illegals. She
further stated that we do not receive any benefit from the illegal immigrants.

Ed Lee stated that a sanctuary city resolution would violate federal and state laws and
would make Redwood City a magnet attracting more illegal immigrants. He suggested
checking with the business community, property owners, and taxpayers before making
that decision.

Nicholas Brooks opposed a sanctuary city resolution stating he works in various labor
and construction fields and that it is already nearly impossible to find affordable
housing and a decent living wage. He urged Council to not make Redwood City a
sanctuary city.

Marnie Poms stated her opposition to the sanctuary city and cited a federal law that
would be violated, a 1996 illegal immigrant responsibility act. She further explained
the meaning of a sanctuary city as it relates to law enforcement.

Philip Poms discouraged the issue of sanctuary city stating that California is already
under tremendous financial burdens from the educational and hospital areas and
stressed from the large illegal immigration. He supports legal immigration to the extent
that we can afford it.

Sally Haston stated her fears and concerns, and that she would like the community to
be able to vote on such a topic.
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Erin Lucien referred to various newspaper articles and a recent meeting at the Senior
Center. He stated that he wants the Council to support the legal residents not the
illegal residents. He further stated that as a general contractor, he has a direct conflict
because he cannot compete with those contractors hiring illegal residents.

Art Bush requested that the Council not honor the request to make Redwood City a
sanctuary city. He referred to a meeting held after the ICE raids stating that it was in
Spanish and that a San Francisco immigration lawyer gave instructions on how to
hinder criminal investigations. He stated that the Police Chief asked how many
attendees were from Mexico or El Salvador then said, “you failed the test, we told you
not to tell.” He ended by stating that his fears will not be allayed if our community
officially harbors criminals. (Speech submitted and on file.)

Susan Moeller, Redevelopment Manager, announced that on Monday, March 19, at
noon the City is co-sponsoring a presentation by James Howard Kunstler at the
Commonwealth Club in San Francisco. Kunstler is an author of such books as, The
Geography of Nowhere, and The Long Emergency, and is a renowned urbanist
focusing on creating good places. Anyone interested should contact 780-7359. She
also announced a free concert on March 31 at the Fox Theatre co-sponsored by
community businesses that features the Tommy Castro band which is one of the
hottest Bay Area blues bands. You can obtain two free tickets per person at the Fox
Theatre box office on Tuesdays and Fridays from noon-6 p.m.

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7. PUBLIC HEARING
A. Downtown Precise Plan

Community Development Services Manager Passanisi introduced the topic and
Planning Commissioner Chair John Seybert.

Chair Seybert stated that with the help of staff and hundreds of community
members who assisted, the Planning Commission has carefully and dutifully
reviewed and referred to the City Council a Plan that supports and facilitates the
big planning, the big picture of what the downtown should look like. He proceeded
to give examples: to revive the heart of the city; providing a choice for convenient
living; creating the entertainment center of the mid-peninsula; integrating transit;
and making pedestrians a priority. He encouraged acting swiftly and promptly to
approve all the elements of the Plan.

Council asked some questions of Chair Seybert and extended thanks and
appreciation to the entire Planning Commission.
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CDS Manager Passanisi gave his presentation that consisted of stating the staff
recommendations; the precise plan; the background; the outreach; the content:
highlighting particular issues raised during the public review process: review
possible Council considerations; and closing comments.

Recess: 7:55-8:05 p.m.
CDS Manager Passanisi continued with the staff recommendations.

Planning Manager Ekas asked Council to think about the limits of development in
the plan and presented the various scenarios and examples.

Planner Jany explained the recommendation to deal with the historical resources
in the Plan.

CDS Manager Passanisi spoke to issues that arose during the public review
process such as parking, traffic, and bikes. He then discussed public parks,
Redwood Creek, parks, public art, schools, and special uses. He summarized the
issues as height, historic resources, parking, traffic, bikes, public art, parks,
schools, banks, and bail bond offices.

Redevelopment Manager Moeller closed the presentation by stating that the vision
presented to the Planning Commission on October 3™ and now to the City Council
is a downtown that is the premiere, livable downtown on the Peninsula, to be
welcoming, authentic and distinctive.

Mayor Pierce thanked staff.
Recess: 9:10-9:20 p.m.
Mayor Pierce opened the public hearing.

Public Comment:

Theodore Brown, representing 601 Brewster, explained that on this property
development will be such that there will never be any sun. He referred to plans he
has seen for a building on an interior lot that is 200 feet long, has a 2-story high
wall, is 200 feet long, and in the middle of the common property line it is two
stories high. He further stated that it is set back five feet and goes up another 72
feet with windows and balconies for the tenants. He stated that the building will
cast a shadow on the property and nobody on his property will ever get sun.

Peggy Bruggman, residing on Alden Street in the recently designated historic
Mezesville district, stated that she and her neighbors welcome the changes. She
suggested a revision to the transitional heights between the downtown and her
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
