6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR - CITY

Shelly Masur, Redwood City School Board Member, thanked staff for working with
school district staff to address questions about development within the Precise Plan.
She stated that the estimate is that there will be .3 children per unit and ultimately 750
new children. She stated that this would require the City to work with the District to
identify land and build a new school since currently the schools are at capacity.

Theodore Brown, representing Brewster Street, objected to the 8 stories height
proposal to take advantage of the basic steel frame construction method. He stated
that 5 stories would be more economical using concrete on the first story and the rest
out of wood. He also expressed concern with sustainable design or green design
while referring to a PG&E handout that shows the roof which he feels is the future of
sustainable design.

Nancy Radcliffe, Main Street merchant, expressed concern with the proposal to not
keep the ground floor retail. She encouraged retaining ground floor retail because
office use does not provide a good street experience and could actually hurt the
existing retail businesses. She further pointed out that Main Street is an historical
district and it would be disappointing to have offices in an historic district.

Kurt Anderson, Principal with Anderson Architects, architect for the Renaissance,
expressed concern with the discussion surrounding his project that has yet to have a
formal application submitted to the City. He stated that he is committed to not only
doing a project that is guided by the principles of the Precise Plan but also committed
to do a green multi-family project in downtown Redwood City. This would be the first
of its kind in the community and set the standard for years to come. He urged
approval of the Precise Plan.

Bob Gelman stated that Redwood City has an opportunity that few other communities
have in regard to affecting global warming. His point was the ability of tidal marshes,
such as the restored Seaport wetlands, to trap carbon dioxide and remove it from the
atmosphere. He explained his findings and reasons.

Lynn Trulio, speaking on wetlands and restoration, gave the background on the Bair
Island area referendum that prevented development with the idea that the area be
restored for recreation and wildlife. The area is now a part of the Don Edwards Wildlife
Refuge and the Federal Government is restoring the area. She stated that this is a
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parallel and lesson for looking at the Seaport wetland 1,400 acres that are owned
privately and possibly heading for development. She further stated that there are
many agencies that will step forward to aid in the restoration and stated she is
available to the Council for consultation since the topic is her expertise and passion.

Gail Rabbe, Friends of Redwood City, stated that after all the work on the Precise
Plan they are looking forward to resuming the update of the General Plan. She read
an excerpt from “Foreword - A Vision of Redwood City in 2020”, a document placed
on the City website last spring. The excerpt spoke of the City bay front area east of
Highway 101 and along Seaport Boulevard. She thanked the City Council for
conducting the various citywide neighborhood discussions that helped create this
story in the Vision 2020 document. Again, she stated that they are looking forward to
resuming the discussion on the General Plan so that the community can make the
2020 bay front vision a reality.

Gail Rabbe, Redwood City resident, stated that now that the Downtown Precise Plan
is nearing completion she is now looking forward to discussion about the General
Plan. She encouraged consideration of the input already gathered and read a short
excerpt from, “Forward - a Vision of Redwood City in 2020", a document placed on
the City website last Spring.

Marianna Raymond, resident, educator, and member of the Sierra Club Cool Cities
team, stated that the previous speakers on the wetlands had been very eloquent. She
expressed anger in having to defend small parcels of land. She further stated that
there is a growing disconnect between children and the earth and she mentioned a
book called, “Last Child in the Woods”. She pointed out that although we are
surrounded by electronic devices, we are still hardwired biologically to need to use all
of our senses. She asked that at the appropriate time, the Council say no to
pavement, cars, and pollution, and yes to nature and recreation.

Rick Nordenston added his support to the previous speakers and encouraged taking
the opportunity presented with Cool Cities.

John Bruno, Redwood City Industrial Saltworks, stated that he was present to observe
and applaud the actions taken on the Precise Plan. He assured the Council that
although the Saltworks factory site will be winding down its operation in the next few
years, they do not have a plan or a project before the City at this time. They are
however, in the process of an extensive public outreach process to be able to engage
with the residents of the city in what their hopes, dreams and aspirations are for this
property. He stated that there has been a tremendous response so far to their
outreach process and extended an invitation to those who had addressed the Council
to engage in the dialogue.
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Kevin Sayar, representing the Renaissance project on Fuller Street, read an e-mail he
had transmitted to Council. He stated that they have been following the Plan process,
working with staff for over two years, and understand and appreciate the community’s
needs. He confirmed the proposal to submit to the public hearing process for review of
the project. He commended staff and the Planning Commission and stated that if the
Council attempts to modify or amend elements of the Plan that impact the economic
feasibility of the projects that create the vision, it will send a very clear message to the
development community.

Peter Cuschieri, owner of a business at 863 Main Street, reminded everyone that the
Precise Plan is not just Broadway, but downtown Redwood City. As a downtown
taxpayer, he stated that he feels the revenue should be going into Main Street to take
care of some of the items mentioned previously. He asked for notification of the
parking meter regulations. He asked that the City do something about Savers’ trash
outside of the business. He asked that the offices be located on the second floor.

Frank Bizzarro moved to Redwood City in 1983 and owns several businesses. He
stated his support for the Precise Plan and that it will work. He stated that if Main
Street is in the Plan that it should be treated like Broadway relative to the parking
situation, meters, trees, and lighting. To attract other developers they must believe
that Main Street is included and similarly treated.

Robert Stuart stated that he owns a property in the proposed transitionary zone on
Brewster Avenue. He cited the 2006 median price of a home in Redwood City and the
income and down payment required to purchase a home. He stated that there is a
high need for housing and it should be in the downtown area.

B. Solid Waste Collections Rate Increase

Director of Finance and Financial Planning Ponty gave background on the topic.
Ponty explained the Proposition 218 process that provides if over 50% written
protests from the ratepayers that the public entity may not precede with the rate
increase. By the deadline of 5:00 p.m. on April 26, 30 written protests had been
received. Two more were received at the public hearing for a total of 32.

Council Members asked questions.

M/S Foust/Howard to extend the meeting to 11:45 p.m. The motion passed by a
unanimous voice vote.

Mayor Pierce opened the public hearing.

Public Comment:

Merrily Robinson, 50-year Redwood City resident, protested the garbage bill for
the smallest 20-gallon can. She stated that she is currently recycling paper, cans,
bottles and other items while shopping wisely to eliminate waste. She stated that
this particular category should not be the ones to pay the increase and that the
large capacity users should pay the increase. She stated that her second issue
relates to the SBSA $11.6M that was given to the 10 cities over five years for
overcharge of chipping fees. Her question is where Redwood City’'s money goes
and why we don’t use it to hire people for waste reduction, construction and
demolition or hiring a person to plan and implement total recycling at facilities
such as the Cinema complex.

Karen Borelis protested the 10.75% increase stating that the cost should not be
passed on year after year to residents and that nonprofit employers will also be
impacted.

Karen Jacoubowsky stated that she is disturbed at 6:15 a.m. by the recycling truck
and cited noise until approximately 6:42 p.m. She stated that the service does not
merit an increase (submitted pictures).

Claire Felong stated that she is not opposed so much to rate increases but that
there should be more opportunities to recycle more items. She is a member of
Cool Cities and stated that the technology is available but the education is
needed. She requested the City put more effort into complete recycling so that
costs can be kept down.

Nadine Taylor, 32-year resident of Redwood City, stated that at this time that a
rate increase is being considered it is an excellent time for the City to promote
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
