He asked
if another major fire occurred and the area were closed down to ferry commuters what
would happen.

Council Member Hartnett and Vice Mayor Foust returned to the dais.

7. BOARDS, COMMISSION, AND COMMITTEE REPORTS -

A. Park and Recreation Commission Recommended Park Rule Changes

Director Parks, Recreation & Community Services Department Centeno introduced
the Commission Members present in the audience and explained the proposal
before Council.

Chairperson Robert Slusser stated that the recommendation is a result of
approximately two years of study and work of a subcommittee and Commission as
a whole. The recommendations reflect their view of the changes needed to the
park rules to help facilitate the use of parks today. Because of the changes
throughout the country in park use, it is necessary to keep pace with that process.
He continued to explain the recommendations and process for reaching them.

Council Members questions included whether other cities have a rule calling for a
permit for groups of over 25 people. City Attorney Yamamoto responded that the
number is not the issue, but the issue would be with respect to free assembly and
speech. The other questions involved numbers of dogs, whether size of parks was
considered in determining the group of 25 needing a permit, cigarette smoking
within the child play equipment areas, budget implications for enforcement and
implementation time.

Mayor Pierce read a letter submitted by Elizabeth Travers requesting reduction of
persons on a permit to not exceed 25 people in any park less than three acres in
size; not allow tables, chairs or other equipment unless the park is larger than three
acres; and install supervision on the weekends (letter on file in the Clerks Office).
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Council Members asked various questions related to other Peninsula cities and how
permits are issued.

Recommendation:

Foust/Howard to introduce an ordinance to delete existing Chapter 25 Parks and
Recreation Areas of the Redwood City Municipal Code and replace with the new
Chapter as recommended by the Parks and Recreation Commission and modifies
Chapter 2 to change the Commission name to Parks, Recreation and Community
Services Commission to correspond with the name of the Department.

8. STAFF REPORTS -
A. Request for a multiway stop sign on Hudson Street at Vera Avenue

Engineering and Construction Manager Chang introduced the topic stating that in
response to the increased demand of transportation and traffic issues, the
Engineering roadway management group has been combined with the
Transportation and Traffic group. The objective is to provide a more timely
response, more thorough research, and provide as much information as possible for
direction and decision.

Senior Civil Engineer Sarwary gave the history of the proposal.

Public Comment:

Dulcey Lester stated that she resides right off of Vera Avenue and opposes the
measure due to too much traffic on the street already. She feels that if there is a 4-
way stop sign at Hudson and Vera that it will create more traffic. She lives directly
across from Red Morton Park where there already is speeding and this would create
more of an issue rather than helping because people would choose to avoid the 4-
stop signs by using her street.

Tracey Blos bought her home four years ago because of the lot size and its quite
residential street. Her concern is that by adding stop signs, the amount of cut
through traffic on Vera Avenue will greatly increase degrading her family’s quality of
life. She stated that she had sent the Council information on speed cushions
because it is secondary emergency access to the park and the new product is made
from recycled tires, is environmentally good, is cost effective because of no
necessary maintenance, and there is no increased emergency response time. She
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asked that Council delay voting in favor of the stop signs until a more viable solution
is found.

Nancy Foss lives in the area and the stop sign on Vera Avenue and stated that the
way Hudson Street is situation coming from Roosevelt; the sidewalk appears to be
further out than on the side towards Jefferson. In order to come through the stop
sign, she must pull out very slowly because when cars are on both sides she is in
danger of being hit. She stated that a stop sign at Hudson Street would get people
to slow down some so that people can get across.

Council Members asked questions related to increased volume to avoid the
additional signage, an explanation of alternatives, and whether Hawes School was
contacted to determine the number of children crossing Vera and Hudson.

Mayor Pierce stated that a letter from Mr. Miller was received stating he would be in
favor of the proposed stop sign and had actually been involved in an accident at the
intersection.

Council comments included that not all traffic calming situation are not actually
controversial, and concern with accidents component.

M/S Foust/Bain to approve Alternative 1: In lieu of proposed stop signs, place
intersection warning signs with “Cross Traffic Does Not Stop” supplementary plates
or other similar warning signs on existing stop signs on Vera Avenue approaches at
the intersection with Hudson Street and extend red curb at the corners to improve
visibility. Explore the solar powered signs displaying speeds for Hudson Street to
slow drivers down with staff to return to Council in approximately six months with
accident statistics and feedback from neighbors. The motion passed by a majority
roll call vote with Council Members Howard and Ira voting no. (701)

9. PUBLIC HEARING -

A. 885 Woodside Road Precise Plan

City Attorney Aranda clarified that Council consideration pertains to the Precise
Plan and Council is not being asked to act on the rezoning or to reconsider the
mitigated negative declaration approved at the Planning Commission on November
28, 2006. Council may hear testimony and comments on topics from both staff and
the public regarding the Precise Plan.
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Senior Planner Riordan explained the Precise Plan proposal for 885 Woodside
Road.

Mayor Pierce opened the public hearing.

Public Comment:

Danielle Farrey stated that she was voicing her concerns about the proposed
condominium complex. Her family’s home is adjacent to the building and her and
her husband purchased their home there because of the quiet neighborhood that is
perfect for raising a family. She stated that her children aged 5 and 7 have rooms
that face the proposed condominiums. She expressed concern with loss of property
value, concern about the trees to be planted, the children not being able to play in
their backyard, the loss of sunlight, and compromised privacy.

Randy Lamb, gave a background on the proposal and project specifics. He stated
that the use prepared for the site is the best alternative possible. He thanked staff
and all others involved.

Jerry Yates, Architect for the proposal, reviewed the process for the design of the
project beginning with the ingress and egress of vehicles. He continued to explain
the massing and design of the project. He stressed that a great deal of thought and
effort has been invested into the proposed design in order to get it esthetically and
safely into the Woodside Road corridor.

John H. Blake, on behalf of the Hampton Oaks Homeowners Association, referred
to Alicia Guerra’s letter and confirmed that his letter of April 2, 2007 with enclosures
was transmitted to Council. He stated that because the public hearing is open, so is
the environmental review stage citing the Public Resources Code Section 21177
that states such. He further stated that he would commend to the Council Mr.
Harrison’s critique of the traffic aspect of the negative declaration which he found
quite deficient. He also commended to Council the other remarks of the speakers
on behalf of the homeowners association.

Peter Dayton, Vice President of Hampton Oaks Homeowners Association, stated
his goal is to provide the homeowners’ perspective in a unified manner. Some areas
of concern were the scope, methodology, and timing of the traffic study; the
proposed building’s height, density, and shading; the environmental groundwater
contamination issue; and possible next steps. He showed renderings of typical
traffic patterns in the area and detailed the Horgan Avenue/Kentfield Avenue
“horseshoe”. He suggested approaching CalTrans on the ingress and egress
alternative to use Woodside Road. He stated that the second concern relates to the
height and density and is related in determining whether this is a reasonably sized
building or not. In summary, he stated that the traffic study is flawed in the scope,
methodology and timing; a smaller, less dense building is more appropriate for the
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neighborhood and the Woodside Road corridor; contaminated groundwater within
less than a quarter mile of the neighborhood should be cleaned up. Suggestions for
next steps included that an EIR may be necessary for a detailed assessment, the
traffic study should be redone and the whole “horseshoe” considered, and review
the proposed design to assure a better community fit.

Dale Reynolds stated that we would like to reprimand Council Member Hartnett on
his unprofessional conduct in discussing an issue with him. He stated that the
Council is not here to represent the past but to change the future. He further stated
his belief that the elected officials should look at the zoning law initially done in
1993 and changed in 2003 that was done improperly. He urged the Council to not
vote on the project as is.

Tom Jacoubowsky, living at the corner of Kentfield and Newcastle, is familiar with
the area and stated that while the proposed building is beautiful it will have an
impact on others. He stated his belief that nobody would like a five story building
overlooking their residence. Aside from this proposal, the traffic in the area has
been the number one issue for him stating that Kentfield is used as an expressway.
He stressed that prior to the project moving forward, the traffic must be studied at a
time when all schools are in session.

David Clark stated that it is very perilous to cross Horgan along Woodside Road,
whether you are a pedestrian or bicyclist.

Marco Lari asked for consideration of the intersection where the gas station and the
car wash as the “perfect storm”. He stated that the car wash is popular and the gas
station has the cheapest gasoline while also selling diesel gasoline.

Jill Clardy stated that the statement made that the traffic density of the project
would be no more than the previous use of the property which was the 30-bed
convalescent hospital is false. She stated that she is not opposed to a project that
generates more traffic, just not this much.

Carole Chetrit stated she has no objection to a project being built there but she has
lived there for 15 years and Hampton Oaks is one of the quiet neighborhoods left in
Redwood City. With all the traffic at Horgan and Woodside being reversed to
Newcastle, it will hit Wimbley and place so many children in perilous positions. She
stated that the traffic on Newcastle will need to be addressed.

Katie Jordan, of Hampton Oaks, stated that her father-in-law is across Horgan in
the condominiums and she read a letter. She stated that approximately 30
neighbors spoke at a Planning Commission meeting in unanimous opposition to the
building proposal. She stated that the safety and well-being of existing residents
should take precedence over any new development, growth is good but should be
slow and measured, any new development should benefit the community as a
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whole and not just the developer. This project does not benefit the community and
this neighborhood, there is no housing benefit here, there is increased traffic on an
already out of control Woodside Road, and the EIR is drastically flawed.

Pat Becker thanked Council and staff for all the work on the proposal stating that
the Planning department recommendation to the Commission was that this project
not be approved on its own but to be considered in concert with the plan for
Woodside Road. She stated that it is the fundamental concern she would like
considered by the Council. She asked that the project go back to the Planning
Commission to have some of the concerns about traffic, the environment, and
density studied again.

Larry Goodall commended Peter Dayton for his presentation stating that he lives in
the area but is not part of a homeowners’ association. He stated that there is a bit of
erroneous information presented by the developer and that the three dimensional
renderings have not been accurate in the portrayal of what the final product would
look like. He stated the belief that all areas of concern, including traffic patterns for
emergency vehicle access, should be studied as to how it would affect rear units
with little or no access. He stated that 2/3 of an acre and 95-100 occupancy residing
in that small space will contribute to the overburdening of the infrastructure
available for egress and ingress on such a small footage of property.

Craig Silverman, board member of Kentfield Commons, stated that he asking
Council to not approve the precise plan for several reasons. He stated that as an
advocate for the children in the area, the “horseshoe” is potentially, a nightmare. He
further stated that the safety of the children is his primary concern, the project is far
too dense, and it does not consider any of the traffic concerns. He stated that if the
project goes forward, the ingress and egress must occur on Woodside Road.

Richard Tsukushi stated that he and his family are longtime residents of the area.
He cited various historical points of the area involving prior development, a gas
leak, several deaths at Woodside and Horgan, and concern with emergency
response access.

John Gerber, a small business owner in the area, stated that employees would love
the opportunity to live anywhere close to Redwood City and the Peninsula corridor
and this is a great opportunity to get a project built quickly, efficiently and make a
real name for Woodside Road.

M/S Bain/Foust to extend the meeting until 11:30 p.m. The motion passed by a
unanimous voice vote.

Ken Doran, an original homeowner in Hampton Oaks, stated that at the November
Planning Commission meeting, a petition was turned in, with over 100 signatures,
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
