Linda Jolley stated she is a landscape expert, runs an information service for the
homeless, and is a Christian. She stated that she was attacked by a Redwood City
police officer for the crime of taking a nap in our truck. She further stated that at her trial
it was determined that any kind of napping in a vehicle is illegal. Ms. Jolley stated her
belief is that the point is to make the homeless very uncomfortable and to run them out
of town. She asked the Council to stop making sleeping a crime.
