SPECIAL ORDERS:

Housing Our People Effectively (HOPE) Award: Council Member Pierce stated that
Housing Our People Effectively is a ten-year plan to end homelessness and that many
jurisdictions are undertaking this effort. Redwood City was recognized recently with this
award for doing the Homeless Connect in May, which is a one-day opportunity to bring
together over 150 homeless people throughout the peninsula and to link them with
service providers for food, housing, medical, dental, and other services. Teri Chin,
Director of the Fair Oaks Community Center (FOCC) was also honored with a HOPE
award for staff members. FOCC Director Chin stated her appreciation and said that the
award was a reflection of efforts that illustrates that it is a priority to continue serving
people in the community and do what we can to end homelessness in the City and
County.

Water Conservation Poster Contest - Participants and Winners. Mayor Foust stated that
the City had its 13" annual water conservation poster contest where local school
children drew and submitted posters on water conservation. She commented that this
fun and festive award illustrates an important and educational lesson for the youth.
There were hundreds of entries and these particular children’s posters were found to be
the best to represent the importance of saving water for today and for the future. Mayor
Foust stated that the theme this year is being a “Water-saving Hero.” Mayor Foust and
other Council Members presented awards to the children. Meanwhile, Public Works
Superintendent Ezell showed a presentation with each child’s award-winning poster

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Mayor Foust thanked staff, the children, and the parents for their support and assistance
in promoting water conservation.

Mayor Foust, on behalf of the City Council and the community, recognized and thanked
retiring Public Works Superintendent Manny Rosas for his eleven years working for the
City. She commended him on his professionalism, tireless efforts, expertise, and his
legacy of helping make the City’s water conservation program renowned.

Public Works Superintendent Manny Rosas thanked the Council for its support and for
funding water conservation programs. He also thanked the community for becoming
increasingly water-wise. Mr. Rosas announced the creation of a new water wise mascot
in the form of a water drop to debut soon.

Council Member Hartnett congratulated Public Works Superintendent Rosas and noted
that he had made one of the most interesting presentations on the various issues related
to water and toilets.

6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT  CALENDAR - CITY
COUNCIL/REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY BOARD

Christina Lai stated that she has spoken with others who agree with her opposition on
the use of recycled water in toilets in elementary schools. She then read a statement
delineating reasons why she is against its use in schools and parks. She stated that
she and her supporters are asking Council to adopt a policy against the use of recycled
water in Redwood Shores' schools and parks.

Chet Yee stated that he was a member of the Recycled Water Task Force and
reiterated his belief that the use of recycled water in schools may be harmful.

Mark McLaren (with time donated by Camille Fisher) stated that he was a member of
the Recycled Water Task Force and read a letter (on file) that was submitted to Council.
The letter is from 12 members of the Recycled Water Task Force and states their
objection and goal of keeping recycled water out of schools and asks Council to not use
recycled water in Redwood City.

Mayor Foust stated that this item is not on the Council agenda so Council cannot
discuss it, but she wanted to note that she and Council Members Aguirre and Ira are on
the Utilities Committee and that Council Member Ira had some comments on the issue.

Council Member Ira stated that this issue has been discussed by the Utilities Committee
and that group is working on developing a policy on recycled water use and they would
like to bring it directly to Council along with their recommendation for a full vote. He
also stated that he values and wants community involvement including the task force.

He stated that the committee is concerned about issues and that they would not
recommend something that would divide the community. In particular, the committee
will look at consistency, especially in regards to Area H. He stated that there is no
specific date scheduled for when this matter will come before the Council.

Mayor Foust stated that the next Utilities Committee meeting will be on January 9,
2008.

Bruce Potts, a resident of Redwood City for almost 35 years, stated that help is needed
regarding safety on the streets. He submitted packets to Council (on file) and related
incidents of a specific pit bull's attacks where other animals had to be put down due to
the viciousness of the attacks. He stated that he has contacted the Peninsula Humane
Society (PHS) but has not yet received adequate help. He submitted a copy of a
petition with over 50 signatures and stated that they would appreciate any help that
Council may be able to provide.

Mayor Foust stated that she left him a voicemail in response to his email and had also
heard from another neighbor of his. She stated that Police Sergeant Mulholland,
Interim City Manager Ingram, and the County Health Department have been contacted
to work together to address these issues and to ensure that there will be follow up.

Bruce Hamilton, Executive Dlrector of the Human Investment Project (HIP) Housing,
stated that they had their 35™M anniversary this year working to find homes for people
and those they directly served amount to 1,000 people a year. He stated that they had
their own drawing contest for elementary school children from Millbrae, Half Moon Bay,
Foster City, and San Mateo (cities rotate yearly) to draw pictures of their houses and
what it means to them, and that they select twelve of these pictures for their calendar.
He distributed copies to Council and staff and requested that they be posted
somewhere prominent.

Keith Bautista, representing the Redwood City San Mateo County Chambers of
Commerce, announced that the Progress Seminar will be April 11 to 13" in Monterey
and it is an important event for the County. He stated that there is only room for about
250 and already about 100 people have signed up.

Council Member Pierce stated that one of the items passed was the reappointment of
former Mayor Bob Bury to the San Mateo County Mosquito Abatement Board of
Trustees. She stated her appreciation for his many years of active service and she
noted that the Board has also stated how much it appreciates and enjoys his
participation. Mayor Foust expressed her thanks on behalf of the Council to Mr. Bob
Bury and his wife, June Bury, who were present in the audience.

Michael Garvey, consultant to the Grand Boulevard Initiative, presented further
background and talked about the process to date. He noted that 23 agencies
control different parts of El Camino Real.

Council Member Pierce stated her appreciation to Mr. Garvey for his leadership in
pulling everyone together in developing the guidelines.

Mayor Foust thanked Council Member Pierce for serving as the Council
representative on the Policy-Setting Task Force.

Council Member Hartnett thanked Mr. Garvey and Council Member Pierce for their
many hours of work on this initiative.

The motion passed by unanimous roll call vote by those present.

Council Member Pierce shared two awards and certificates that the City of
Redwood City recently received. She stated that, as part of the Grand Boulevard
Initiative and as incentives for different communities to move forward and set the
guiding principles for what will happen, there were projects and elements that were
chosen as visionary in terms of approach and specific projects on what the Grand
Boulevard might look like. Redwood City was presented with two awards: one for a
visionary Downtown Precise Plan along with certificates of appreciation from
Senator Tom Lantos, Assembly Member Ira Ruskin, and Senator Joe Simitian. She
stated that the Villa Montgomery Project was also recognized as an excellent
vanguard private project.
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Mike Garvey stated that there were six awards presented this year and Redwood
City received two of them.

Mayor Foust thanked staff, Council Member Pierce, and the community for their
contributions and she stated that the awards will be displayed publicly.

B. Redwood City's New General Plan. (601)

Recommendation:
Provide comment and direction regarding the proposed New General Plan process.

Principal Planner Passanisi and Planning Manager Ekas took turns in showing a
presentation (on file) to update Council on the background and process to date.

Council posed questions and discussed, with staff, items that included budget,
timeline, return on investment, the roles and relationship between Council and
stakeholders, and concerns on how future generations may be impacted in terms of
conservation, climate change, and housing. Both Council and staff agreed that this
plan is very important and it will be time-consuming to work on. Council stated its
concerns on how it may affect staff so that it is not derailed while other work needs
to be done. Council directed staff to schedule regular progress updates in a timely
manner at future meetings.

Mayor Foust stated that on behalf of the General Plan Council Committee, which
includes herself, Vice Mayor Howard, and Council Member Pierce, they are pleased
with the community engagement and the interest from Council with the plan.
