Mayor Foust thanked Building and inspection Manager La Torra, Fire Administrative
Chief/Fire Marshall Vella, Fire Chief Kohimann, the Board of Building Review, the
Utilities Subcommittee, and everyone else involved for their time and efforts.

C. Peninsula Park Project Approvals

Senior Planner Lyon restated the recommendation before the Council and
gave a presentation (on file) on the background.

Council discussion with staff included the public notification process,
changes in zoning designations, sustainability, resource efficiency, and
development standards.

Council discussed and questioned the pros and cons of making changes to
the proposed development agreement. City Attorney Yamamoto clarified
that the development agreement would allow the City and the developer
certainty with respect to land use entitlement over a certain length of time.

Housing and Economic Development Manager Webb presented information
(on file) on housing. This included information on the flexibility of the plan in
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terms of onsite affordable, moderate, and above moderate housing. It was
noted by staff that the Housing and Human Concerns Committee, staff, and
the Council are all aware of the need to develop a Citywide policy statement
on affordable housing in the future. Engineering and Construction Manager
Chang stated that certainty and fairness are concerns in providing housing
East of 101 in terms of overall infrastructure such as transportation, water,
storm, and sewer drains.

Council Member Bain asked if there were any plans to improve the existing
pedestrian under crossing under highway 101. Engineering and
Construction Manager Chang stated that there is a conceptual plan to utilize
existing under crossing and Senior Planner Lyon stated that the preliminary
concept requires some grading but it is feasible.

Planning Manager Ekas presented information on the potential impact the
project will have in providing for childcare needs (on file).

There was further discussion and clarification by Council Members and City
Attorney Yamamoto on how to incorporate possible changes to the proposed
development agreement ordinance and when it would need to be adopted to
meet the scheduled project timeline.

One Council Member asked for clarification on the intent of the affordable
housing plan section. Housing and Economic Development Manager Webb
clarified that the intent is to create a level playing field for market competition
between this project and others nearby. Interim City Manager Ingram stated
that this project would make a substantial contribution to Citywide housing
goals.

Council took a break at 9:19 p.m. The meeting resumed at 9:30 p.m.

Public Comment:

Judy Sullivan, a resident of Redwood City for over 60 years and who has
worked at Sequoia Hospital for over 35 years, stated her belief that the
Peninsula Park Project will be a wonderful place for young professional
families and retirees. .

Clem Malony, as secretary and treasurer of the Seaport Industrial
Association, which is composed of 15 firms along the Seaport area, stated
that they support the project. He stated that the project development team
has listened to the community and that the project will help provide housing
in the community. He stated his concerns about the need for realistic
planning, the need for future homebuyers to be aware that this will be a
mixed use area, and the need for traffic calming measures to account for the
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large trucks in the area to move slower and requiring more space for wide
turns.

Peter Hughes, a 50-year resident of Redwood City, stated his support for the
project as a great addition for Redwood City.

Fred Grosser stated that he used to work in the Marina office complex and
that he supports the project. He commended the Planning Department for its
public process in informing the community and incorporating their comments.
He stated his belief that there is strong community support for the project.

Gloria Arteaga, a life-long resident of Redwood City, stated her belief that
this project will be a great addition to Redwood City, especially along
Broadway in maintaining a small town feel and providing lots of activities.

Victor Torreano, a resident of Redwood City and a sheet metal worker,
stated his belief that this will be a great project but that he does not want to
see any retail there. As a union representative, he stated his appreciation for
the developer's commitment to provide provisions for union benefits. He
stated his thanks to Council and staff for their measured approach and work
on the project.

Andy Frisch commended Council for what everyone else had said thus far
about the project. He stated that the process for this project has set a high
standard on the community outreach process.

Kamran Mahrouzadeh, a 27-year Redwood City businessman, stated his
support for the Peninsula Park project as a great move in helping the whole
City with the housing market.

Steve Raney (with time donated by Dennis Blatchford) stated that he wanted
to focus on the traffic-reduced housing for the Peninsula Park project. He
showed a presentation on a U.S. Environmental Protection Agency suburban
sustainability study with a focus on the Bay Area that he was the lead
researcher on (on file). They want to provide priority access to new housing
for green commuters and reduce green house gases at the rate of three tons
of CO2 emissions per home per year. He stated that Mr. Powers, the
developer, volunteered to pioneer this innovative project, from a Cool Cities’
perspective, in getting people to move closer to jobs and be green
commuters. '

Laura Biche, an almost 20-year resident of Redwood City, stated her
concern that children will not be able to live locally but will have to move
away. She stated that she was excited to have participated in the outreach,
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and that as a parent, there is the potential that when her children grow up,
they can have housing locally to start their own families.

Glenna Vaskelis, president of Sequoia Hospital, stated her appreciation for
City staff and Mr. Powers for their educational outreach as they prepare to
rebuild the hospital. She stated that they have over 1,000 employees and
about 400-450 physicians. She suggested that they may be able to fill up all
796 housing units, cut green house gases with shorter work commutes, and
some could possibly bike to work too. She stated her support for the project
with housing being so hard to find and her hope that the project can move
forward.

Eric Biland, an 11-year resident of Redwood City, commended Council and
staff for good public service and government. He stated that bringing these
types of projects to Redwood City has an impact on muitiple generations,
echoing the sentiments of an earlier speaker. He stated his support for the
project and envisioned enjoying the waterfront with his future grandchildren.

Frank Bartello, a 21-year Redwood City businessman, stated this project has
been thoroughly scrutinized, analyzed, modified, and examined by the City’s
planning staff and recently approved by the Planning Commission. He
stated that this project addresses the needs of the community in making
Redwood City a more vibrant place for people to live and work. He urged
Council to vote for approval on the project.

Don Gibson, a Redwood City resident and Sequoia Union High School Board
Member, stated his support for the project. He stated that from a school
board perspective, housing is needed, and that they lose teachers,
administrators, staff, and sometimes cannot hire because people cannot
afford to live in this area. He stated that we need these people for our long-
term community and that this project is well planned out and an asset.

Keith Bautista, who has lived in Redwood City most of his life and is a
licensed architect, commented on two aspects of the project: the aesthetics
and citizen access to the bay front. He stated that the project's aesthetics
would create a distinguished bay front facade and would bring Redwood City
recognition amongst the community. He stated that the project would have
varied heights and shapes, varied views, rich textures, and allow people to
enjoy safe and easy access to the bay front by foot or bike with the improved
pathway directly under 101 and the bridge directly over 101.

Darlene Cowan, a Redwood City resident, stated that she has attended
many workshops and Planning Commission meetings and she complimented
these processes. She stated her support for the project as planned and her
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
