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5. SPECIAL ORDERS:

A. Presentation: Police Department — Police Chief Louis Cobarruviaz and Police
Administrative Sergeant Daniel Mutholland.

Chief of Police, Louis Cobarruviaz, presented an oral overview of his Department.
Council asked questions about enrollment for public safety volunteers, the SWAT team,
state funding for activities and the Research in Motion (RIM) system of dispatching.
Council complimented the department on its flexibility, recruitment efforts, and also
collaborative efforts and focus on youth and community. Council asked for continued
reports on the RIM system, information on the gang minimization efforts and was told
this was a combination of departmental activities and outreach efforts by the community
including efforts to cut down on truancy in schools.

B. Presentation: Youth Agenda Collaboration — Parks, Recreation and Community
Services Director Corinne Centeno, Police Chief Louis
Cobarruviaz, Library Director Dave Genesy, and Deputy City
Manager Magda Gonzalez.

Staff presented the report to Council including details about the program, activities,
inventory, accomplishments and their efforts to expand their collaborative efforts
citywide. Council appreciated the report and efforts, and also felt positive about budget
monies being used in these areas. Council stressed the importance of positively
connecting youth and adults in the community.

C. Presentation: Various Other Awards — Mayor Rosanne Foust.

Redwood City was the recipient of the following awards in 2007/2008 (which were on
display at the Council Chambers): 2007 Large Project of the Year Award; 2007
Recycled Water Agency of the Year; California Redevelopment Association Award of
Excellence for Public Spaces and Linkages; Initiative Visionary Award; Congress of
New Urbanism Charter Award of Excellence; and Deputy City Manager Magda
Gonzalez was the recipient of the 2008 Woman’s Leadership Summit Rising Star
Award given by the Municipal Management Association of Northern California.

6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR - CITY COUNCIL
Thomas Mohr spoke about the housing project around Canada College and how he
had a role in the 20/20 plan. He thanked Council for its leadership, vision and

community-building efforts.

Gail Raabe, Redwood City Resident, congratulated the library on receiving a $150,000
grant and encouraged Council to get the word out that the City needed to match this

grant.
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Mayor Foust spoke about a press release about the recent funding goals for the
Redwood Shores Library, which had been met. Mayor Foust stated she was going to
pull item 6.1D from the Consent calendar for future discussion.

Shores roadways.

Recommendation:

Approve, by motion, the contract documents for the Redwood Shores Slurry Seal
Project which include the roadway re-striping plan, and approve, by motion, the
public bidding of this project (item postponed). (702) Minute Order 08-093

Mayor Foust asked to hear from speakers first. She provided an overview of the slurry seal
project and striping of the parkways for bike lanes, and the reasons why this was brought
back for further community comment and Council discussion.

Public Comment

Adrian Brandt appreciated that community input had been solicited and voiced his support
in restriping that would increase the width of the current path, along the parkway, which is in
his opinion not a true bike lane. He asked that the issue be revisited.

Bryan Beck encouraged the City to consider expansion of the bike lanes.

Nancy Krop expressed excitement over the proposed lanes and had questions as to its
feasibility, and found data to support this feasibility. She believes there is interest, people
will use it, and it will enhance safety, health and environmental concerns.

John Langein supported prior comments and opined that other areas had successfully
modified paths and wanted the same for Redwood Shores Parkways.

Council Discussion

Council asked for clarification on the footage and clearance in this area, and if this was the
only area asking for this type of clearance. Council also inquired if other possibilities were
brought up, and if it might be safer to cone off the area while landscape workers work.

City Manager Ingram stated that the foot width was chosen based on the root problem for
that area of the path, along the median. He stated the 2-foot buffer was also enough for
landscape personnel safety. Mr. Ingram was not sure staff had told the public in prior
meetings if there were other options available.

Council stated if they were going to spend $750,000 they wanted to make sure the
community was in agreement on the restriping. Council also asked for clarification on what
type of information was sent to community members in outreach and how this factored into
the decision-making process. Acting Development Director Chang stated the majority of
the budget was for repaving and that only a small portion of that would be for restriping. He
stated letters were sent, but the responses were not significant, so they sent the word out
for further community input.
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Council asked that context to be given with regard to the lane widths, and was told by Mr.
Ingram that there are a few streets in the downtown area with 10-foot wide lanes and gave
examples to give a feel for what these 10-foot lanes would be like. Mayor Foust stated it
was difficult to compare the downtown streets with the parkways since each type of street
had unique concerns making it difficult for a true comparison.

Council asked about the timing and whether there would be issues with bigger vehicles
during the construction periods in that area, and whether or not this was an issue when they
considered the restriping. Several on Council stated they would vote tonight, but also wouid
be comfortable bringing it back since some members of the community understood there
would be room for further comment. Council asked if there was a deadline or penalty if they
held this decision over.

Mr. Chang stated that there is no impact to the schedule, if the decision is held over, as
they planned to continue discussion into June and had made no formal bid decisions as of
yet.

Mayor Foust stated this was acceptable to all and would come back at a future meeting
when the staff and community are ready for additional.

M/S Bain/Hartnett to remove this item from the consent calendar and re-calendar it as a
regular item at the City Council meeting in Monday, June 9, 2008. The motion passed by
a unanimous roll call vote.

7. STAFF REPORTS

A. Correction of vote count on appointments made on May 12, 2008 to two unexpired
terms to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Commission and the
Senior Affairs Commission.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends that Council make two appointments to the unexpired terms in
the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Commission (one) and the Senior
Affairs Commission (one) to correct the vote count announced by the City Clerk.
(209) Minute Order 08-096

Mayor Foust reiterated the reason Council was taking the re-vote was due to problems with
the first vote, and Council’s wish to complete the voting process in all fairness. During the
vote for the unexpired seats City Clerk Vonderlinden read out the names of the appointees
based on the numbers of votes cast and not based on the last votes spoken by Council.

Michael Lynch was the successful candidate for the unexpired term on the Parks,
Recreation and Community Services Commission with five votes and two votes for
applicant Dan Smith from Council Members Bain an Ira.
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Peggy Simon was the successful candidate for the unexpired term on the Senior
Affairs Commission. Ms. Simon received seven votes.

Council took a 10-minute break and the meeting resumed at 9:15 p.m.

B. Responses to City Council Questions (April 14, 2008) Regarding the Proposed
Initiative Measure Amending the Charter of Redwood City — San Francisco Bay
Front and City Park Land.

Mayor Foust prefaced the public comment and framed it in such a way that Council is
not directing and/or managing the outcome. She stated Council and the community
were working together and City Attorney Yamamoto would answer questions that arose.
She asked for respect, patience and understanding from all involved.

City Attorney Yamamoto gave an overview of what occurred at the April 14, 2008

meeting. Mr. Yamamoto pointed out the proposed measure was conceived and written

by private parties and staff was not engaged in this effort. His staff report and analysis
spoke to questions raised by the community and Council at prior meetings. He

stressed private property owners with specific interests should seek out their own expert
legal advice and not solely rely on comments made. Council asked if areas could be
marked/shown on the map for the areas mentioned in the report. Council asked for
clarifications on the colors and shading on the map, and this was done by a member of the
Planning Division.

Public Comment

Mayor Foust read comments by community member, Robert Hoffman, a long-time
community member with extensive community involvement. He expressed support for the
50/50 proposition and stated it was a win-win proposition. He stressed that the acres in
controversy would not make a large dent in what would be restored to the bay.

James Jonas, with time donated by Lynn Chou Jones, noted the report and the maps were
confusing. He stated the report was not trivial, but deep, and required in-depth reading to
be understood. He stated Docktown was affected as it was on the tidal plain. He noted he
was not for or against the initiative, per se, but that he would rather trust the Council’s
continued processes and decision-making.

Glen Arvin raised concerns about the initiative and opined that a democracy goes with the
majority, while a two-thirds vote does not. He stated this was not necessary for the
continued trust in the City Council’s process and in keeping with a majority rule.

Frank Bartaldo agreed the issue was confusing. He stated it allowed veto by a small group
to affect what the majority or Council might otherwise rule. On behalf of the business
community, he stated he trusted the intelligence of the elected and appointed officials to
make decisions and did not support the initiative.
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Peggy Bruggman voiced support for the charter amendment. She directed her comments
to the staff report. She stated despite opposition, the report is clear on where the initiative
is to be applied. She did disagree with the report’s discussion regarding the senior center
and where it fits in this initiative plan and language.

John Nelson stated confusion over what the initiative will or will not protect. He worried that
the initiative may impede improvements needed in other areas. He asked if the real
agenda was to stop building places for people to live. He stated elections would also come
at a cost to the community. As an ambassador of the Chamber of Commerce, he stated
they were against the initiative as well.

David Smith echoed comments already made and stated Council Members and
commissioners were elected/appointed on the basis of the ability to vote for the community.
Without compelling evidence to show why this should be overhauled, he did not understand
the logic of the initiative.

David Lewis, Executive Director of Save the Bay, welcomed the City Attorney’s report and
reiterated the information within the report summary was clear in scope. He opined that the
Charter Amendment does not restrict the Council in any way.

Charlene Wright addressed the City Attorney’s report. In her opinion, the proposed
amendment is a mistake and the Charter should stand as is. She felt the initiative would
subvert the process in that a two-third’s opinion could over-ride what otherwise might have
been a majority vote.

Andy Frisch echoed a number of points already made. He views the initiative as an anti-
housing/anti-business and cited costs to the City budget for elections. He said there would
be many residual unanswered questions if the initiative passed.

Victor Torreano commented on what he believes to be the unfairness of a two-thirds vote,
since that would be a supermaijority, causing super problems. He expressed concern over
election costs to the City budget. He voiced pleasure and trust in Council’s decision-making
and supported the continuance of that process.

Richard Ferrari echoed comments related to opposing the proposed amendment, and
stated current process works and should not be changed. He noted other communities
where development planning also protected open spaces areas.

Heidi Sjolund, a long-time Redwood City resident with family ties beyond 100 years in the
community, urged everyone to take a look at past American history. She opined that
elected public officials should be allowed to continue on in their public service without this
amendment.

Lou Covey stated the City's awards mentioned tonight speak for themselves. He suggested
the community continue to allow Council to make informed and educated decisions, and to
not give this up to a two-thirds voting process.
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
