Foust spoke to item 6.3.B and she said the main concern for the City is that local funds
can be used to bail out the state budget challenges.

The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.

Mayor Foust and Council Members Ira and Harnett recused themselves from participation
due a potential conflict of interest due to the fact that they are owners and/or residents of
the area to be discussed. The Mayor stepped down and Vice Mayor Howard conducted
this portion of the meeting.

Acting Community Development Services Director Chu Chang gave a presentation (on
file) and an overview of Redwood Shores GID I-64 Development Agreement. He spoke
on the fee structure, previous amendments, current status of the district, proposed
amendments and recommendations.

Vice Mayor Howard opened the public hearing. There were no public comments.

M/S Aguirre/Pierce to close the public hearing. The motion carries unanimously by
voice vote with three Council Members recused (Foust, Hartnett and Ira).

Council stated they were glad the project was moving forward.
M/S Bain/Aguirre to approve the staff recommendation. The motion passed by a

unanimous voice vote by those present with Council Member Hartnett, Council
Member Ira, and Mayor Foust recusing.
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M/S Howard/Bain to The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote by those present
with Council Member Hartnett, Council Member Ira, and Mayor Foust recusing.

M/S Bain/Aguirre to introduce the ordinance. Motion passed unanimously by roll call
vote with Council Members Hartnett and Ira and Mayor Foust recused.

The Vice Mayor repeated Council’s thought that it was good that this was moving forward.
Council added that the benefits to the community with regard to these ordinances are very
significant.

8. STAFF REPORTS

A. Draft amendment to Redwood City Charter initially entitled, “The Voter Approval

Public Comment:

Gita Dev, with the Sierra Club, stated that she was also a signature gatherer, spoke
against development on the Cargill site. She appreciated that the Council has taken all
comments into consideration, but she felt that they were not fully reflected in the proposed
countermeasure, and that in fact it was legally challengeable, and opined that therefore
the proposed amendment was still the strongest measure.

Cynthia Denny (with time ceded by Tim Martin), member of the Sierra Club, reiterated last
meeting’s comments in their endorsement of the initiative amendment and asked for its
placement on the November ballot. She stated the countermeasure, if adopted, would
likely be legally challenged and leaves the open space areas in continued jeopardy. She
stated they appreciated Council's work and interest but were still in support of the
proposed initiative.

Mark Fassett spoke on the fact that he is one of the residents affected by the proposed
amendment along with his neighbors. He stated there was no time left to change the
language of the initiative itself, and he thanked Council for coming up with a
countermeasure. He stated that with the proposed initiative and the now countermeasure,
community members were still stuck in the middle. He stressed the need for the two sides
to come up with an initiative that would benefit all residents of Redwood City.

Mariane Raymond, a member of the Sierra Club, was also in support of the initiative
amendment. She stated the City's countermeasure is confusing and weak in areas that
would result in lesser protection of the bay lands and the initiative was the more solid
alternative. She opined that the two-thirds voting process was fair.

Judy Serebrin stated continued support for the initiative and believed there were no
unintended consequences. She stated the vote will not stop residents from doing what is
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legally allowed and only affects the park lands and their usage and development. She
asked that the vote initiative be placed on the November ballot.

David Smith stated he was happy that a countermeasure was introduced to offset what is
being said in the charter amendment, and the unintended consequences. He brought up
the fact that there has been focus on the environmental concerns, but there should also
be concern over the financial effects of this initiative and asked for further report on the
economic impacts.

Gwenythe Scove asked that the initiative be put on the November ballot. She shared her
perspective that this vote initiative will have no effect under current zoning and City plans.
She urged continued support of the Open Space Vote in that in her view it will protect
parks and tidal planes.

Jeff Austin stated that working towards environmental stewardship was important, but that
the proposed initiative may be giving lesser consideration to some residential and
business community members. He stated the initiative does not make it clear who or what
the target is in the initiative, and asked that further discussion warrants more clarity. He
would like Save the Bay to know that the City has a commitment toward the environmental
future of Redwood City.

Peggy Bruggman urged the City to remove its countermeasure since it deals with only one
landowner (Cargill), and therefore is legally challengeable. She stated that the
countermeasure allows that (I don’t understand this?) open space land uses be decided
by an unfair 51% vote, whereas the initiative provides the two-thirds requirement and this
is not un-democratic. She stated it takes a two-thirds vote to fund activities on these open
spaces, and it should take a two-thirds vote to destroy them.

James Jonas (with time conceded by Lynn Chou Jonas), stated he is in the Dock Town
community, and that they are part of the unintended consequences. He stated the
importance of reading and understanding the Open Space measure, in that it implies more
than it actually says. He spoke to the actualities of the Open Space measure and how this
will affect the community and its unintended consequences. He stated that all parties
could do a much better job in addressing this issue together as other communities have
done.

Cherlene Wright, Chairperson of Citizens to Protect Redwood City, addressed the
language on the proposed initiative. She pointed out what she called the larger possible
financial impact and how this might be on the ballot language.

Marsha Cohen stated she expected public officials to support the majority of what the
community desired, and that in gathering petition signatures, there was a two out of three
affirmation for the proposed amendment. She spoke to the issue of unintended
consequences, the relationship between the City and Cargill, and Council’s delay on
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putting this amendment on the November ballot. She also spoke to a request of public
records she submitted to City Clerk Vonderlinden for correspondence regarding Cargill.

Carole Wong submitted her comments in writing, and also spoke about her concerns over
the unintended consequences. Ms. Wong opined that these do exist for certain property
owners whose buildings and/or docks spread out into open waters. She spoke to the
zoning concerns for these property owners and the number of properties affected by this
initiative.

Mayor Foust clarified the number of properties affected on the waterfront which is actually
965 versus 575 she had previously cited, which included multifamily dwellings, single
family homes, landscaping and commercial properties.

Nancy Keegan spoke in favor of protecting open space but does not support the ballot
measure since many residences are potentially affected by this. She spoke to the
ramifications of this, if ever these residents were to sell their homes, since this would have
to be disclosed to a potential buyer. She stated she is in favor of the alternate measure,
but also felt it would be better if both sides could get together and write something more
appropriate for everyone involved.

John Nelson pondered on the appropriateness of the two-thirds vote. He also asked
where these petition signers are since he never runs across them in a public context. He
also spoke to the point of reading the initiative in order to understand it and/or ask
appropriate questions related to it.

David Conklin spoke in representation of the Fully Alive Community Church property that
is also caught within the net of the unintended consequences and zoning issues. He
spoke to the fact that it is unclear whether or not the church can expand its existing
building without a two-thirds vote as to what they are planning to do.

Pat Dixon spoke again of her concern over the initiative, and to the information that was
given to community members she knew of who had signed the petition. She stressed that
looking at the City’s history she expressed the desire for no Charter changes.

Matt Leddy commented on the City’s countermeasure and its reference to what the Cargill
lands are used for, as far as salt production. He spoke to the history of the Cargill lands
up to and including the production of salt.

Mayor Foust spoke in appreciation of the comments and the respect given to all. City
Attorney Yamamoto restated information from the prior Council meeting for the benefit of
members of Council who were absent from the meeting. Photographs were again shown,
which represented the ten areas which contain parcels subject to the proposed initiative,
also for those members absent last meeting. The Mayor was asked and was shown the
property area/lines that extended in a waterway and showed examples of docks which are
residential, private or association owned and their extension into the waterway. Council
requested information on how dock improvements are handled presently in keeping with
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
