James Skinner, Interim Fire Chief.

Mayor Foust spoke about the time limits and how she will ask everyone to respect the
three minutes time limit. The Mayor also requested that the utmost respect be shown
towards the speakers regardless of their views or perspective. Mayor Foust
acknowledged former Mayor and Council Member Jack Greenalch and his wife Barb in the
audience. '

Mayor Foust reiterated that her motto is Redwood City Pride and tonight she is especially
proud of the Fire Department for the fact that James Lysgarrd who was at the Gym had
heart failure and was saved. The two lifesavers were present as well as the victim. Mayor
Foust thanked the lifesavers. Chief Skinner recognized the two heroes and commended
them for using the tools available to save lives. One of the heroes addressed the Council
and thanked the Council for the recognition. Chief Skinner addressed the public and
recommended that people learn Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR).

6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR

Jason Culverhouse spoke on the Sequoia High School construction project, which has
already started, and opined that it is illegal with regard to environmental impacts and other
laws. He asked Council for help in getting them to comply with these laws.

Michael Grove thanked the Fire Department for its work, since he was once in need of
medical assistance, and also spoke to the Sequoia High School building project. He asked
for Council’s help and support with his three objectives for the project.

Mayor Foust stated that through the City Manager, she understood the project was being
looked at and that next week’s Council meeting would reflect this with information.

Council Member Ira requested that the staff report be provided before public comment.
There was Council consensus to follow such protocol.

City Attorney Yamamoto presented the staff with the newest draft of the proposed City-
sponsored counter measure. He went over the changes and refinements made since the
last draft, and stated these were word changes and not substantial changes to the text.
He stated Council had also asked for alternatives with respect to the manner in which the
ballot question could or would be presented to the voters, and two alternative ballot
questions were outlined for Council in this new drafting. He explained all the actions
before Council and the next steps.

Council Questions and Comments
Council asked if the counter or alternative measure would assure 100% protection of the
homeowners. Mr. Yamamoto stated that the manner in which the City-sponsored measure
is crafted, it does not speak to any lands beyond Cargill.

One member of Council spoke to the fact that the countermeasure does not adequately
address the homeowners involved, and felt that it would be a better option to forego the
countermeasure and let the initiative go to vote. In the event that these homeowners were
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affected, Council would do everything within its power to protect them, but felt that the
countermeasure did not address these concerns, reiterating that these homeowners would
not be forgotten in Council's continuing efforts. Council expressed a commitment to
protecting the residents that might be impacted by the Charter Amendment.

Public Comment

Mayor Foust read a letter from Victor Torreano reflecting his views on the initiative. The
letter outlined possible consequences to private homes, other property, economic impacts
on taxpayers and election costs or litigation costs should the charter amendment pass.

Gita Dev spoke to what she believes to be the validity of signatures gathered towards
passing the proposed initiative. In her opinion this is the voice of what the community
wanted. She asked Council to work and/or understand the issues in the bay lands.

Mark Capestany acknowledged the work done to the downtown area by the City Council.
He spoke to his work in collecting signatures on the petition for the initiative, and that he
did this to help direct the efforts of Council. He wants responsible development in the bay
front areas.

Nancy Keegan one of the seven impacted homeowners, spoke to the effects the proposed
initiative will have on her home, should the charter amendment pass. She spoke to these
unintended consequences and how while wishing to protect the bay, the initiative as
written, does not protect private property. She pondered if residents knew what they were
signing when asked to sign the petition.

Susan Heistand spoke to her passion for protecting the environment and the wetlands and
was in support of the Open Space Vote, and urged it to be put on the November ballot.

Jeff Austin, regarding the initiative measure, spoke to the erosion of private property
rights, the designation of salt flats as true open space, the costs that would come with this
measure if passed, and also his regard for the environment, but how he is not in support
of the measure.

Joe LaClair urged Council to put the measure on the ballot to give people the chance to
protect open space. He opined the petition signers were informed and in favor of what
they signed.

Robin Winslow Smith, spoke on behalf of Sequoia Audubon, supporting placement of the
ballot measure on the November ballot.

Melissa Hippard, spoke on behalf of the Sierra Club, and its interest in long-term
protection of the bay lands. She asked Council to place the initiative measure on the ballot
in November, without a competing measure.

Lynne Trulio opined that the initiative measure was supported by community members
and petition signers, and reiterated the areas this measure affected, as well as the uses it
did not cover. She asked for support of the measure and that it be put on the November
ballot.
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Cherlene Wright, Chairperson of Citizens to Protect Redwood City, spoke to Save the Bay
efforts, costs of the proposed initiative, its unintended consequences, and supported the
Mayor, Council and staff's efforts, and would be voting “No” on the ballot initiative.

Rick Raybin spoke in support of a vibrant government for and by the people. He
suggested letting the measure go forward for a community vote.

Ramona Ambrozic spoke of her support to the proposed initiative, was opposed to
development on the salt works, was mindful of water shortages and other conservation
concerns, and asked for Council’s support of the proposed initiative.

Cherlene Carpentier spoke about her view that the Mayor need recuse herself from
involvement in this measure due to supposed conflict of interest. Ms. Carpentier opined
that Mayor Fousts employment with SAMCEDA (San Mateo County Economic
Development Association) is a conflict of interest. She spoke in support of the initiative
and protecting the bay lands.

George Milianich urged Council to place the initiative on the ballot and urged Council to
reconsider putting a competing measure on the ballot. He wants to have the choice of
stopping what he considers “ill-conceived” development.

Cheryl Monroe spoke to the Save the Bay initiative, and the petition signers, in that she
questioned if they read the entire measure and if that had happened maybe it would not
have made it to the ballot. She urged everyone in the community to read the measure
prior to voting on the measure. She disagreed with prior comments made by David Lewis
and Peggy Bruggman.

Ciara Preston spoke to the earlier Fire Department proclamation in that they had helped
her husband in the recent past, and she also was in support of Save the Bay efforts. She
wished the initiative be placed on the November ballot.

David Lewis, Executive Director of Save the Bay, asked that the Council to listen to the
community and place the initiative measure on the ballot without a countermeasure. He
opined this would be in accordance with the validated petition, and the support of
community groups and land use authorities, states attorneys, etc. He named various
legislators who have supported the initiative.

Janet Borgens spoke in support of open space but explained why she would vote against
either the proposed initiative and/or a countermeasure. In her opinion, both are
inappropriate an ineffective for the City. She opined that a true resolution is yet to be seen
and does not lie in either of these two measures. She believes the initiative is an
“attorney’s dream” possibly leading to much litigation.

Lynn Chou Jonas spoke to the effects the proposed initiative on hers and other properties.
She respected the preservation of the bay lands, but stressed unintended consequences
to Docktown if the initiative passes. She hoped a counter initiative would still make it to
ballot.
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
