5. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY

A. Proclamatlon In Honor of Robert (Bob) Bury, former Mayor and Council Member
on his 90" birthday. Mayor Foust recognized the oo™ birthday of Former Council
Member and Mayor Bob Bury. Vice Mayor Howard thanked Mr. Bury for his
legacy. Council Member Bain acknowledged the work Mr. Bury is doing on the
Mosquito Abatement District Board. The Council and the public sang happy
birthday to Mr. Bury.

B. Update on Redwood City Neighborhood Liaison Program — Magda Gonzalez,
Deputy City Manager and Erica Spacher, Neighborhood Liaison Coordinator. Ms.
Spacher gave an overview of the program, and an update on their work and
activities.

The Vice Mayor asked that they spread the word for the Citywide/Coastal Clean-
Up on September 20" to increase community/neighborhood involvement in the
project.

C. Recognition of Partners and Participants in Redwood City's Green Community
Efforts — Beth Ross, Environmental Initiatives Manager. Mayor Foust recognized
the members and thanked them for their green gifts to the public. She also
recognized four more businesses (Peritus Precision Translations, Positive Impact
Partners, Federal Shredding and Applebee’s Restaurant) as being Green
Business certified.

D. Presentation: Status Update from Pilot Community Tree Board — Frank
Schwartz, Chair, Pilot Community Tree Board. Mr. Schwartz presented a
summary of the operations, and the Mayor asked that Council comments be
directed towards Mr. Ingram, City Manager, in preparation for meetings and
discussion at a later date. Council would like information brought back about their
educational campaign, and also information on the rubber sidewalk program. The
Vice Mayor would like further information on the Master Tree List, as well as the
choice of trees vs. sidewalks.

A. Sequoia Union High School District Improvement Project — Neighborhood
Concerns. (Information only. No action required).

Public Comment

Michael Grove (with time ceded by Mary Ellen Pence), stated the Sequoia High School
parking project has been underway for nine weeks. While he has made progress with the
District and the City, he restated his overall objectives and concerns regarding reducing
the safety hazards, decreasing risks and creating a safer environment. He stated he has
learned through trial and error how best to keep matters such as this in the open process,
and that he has no issue with Council’s integrity. He opined this is a fundamental issue
where the School District and City are separate jurisdictions, but still hoped for continued
help from the City in bridging this gap. In his view, meetings offline with Council, the City
Manager and the community would have been helpful. He commented on the letter he
received from the City Attorney, and stated that this was indeed a large project and it did
affect 1/3 of the campus area, and that many community members were concerned about
this project. He made comments about the School District and shared his willingness to
pursue this issue to a positive end in an open process.

Mike Gabitass said he is scheduled to meet with the School District board in August 27",
He spoke to certain difficulties in trying to work together with the City Council, District and
the residents. He said the difficulty comes from the fact that the City and District have
different and separate processes.

Jason Culverhouse spoke to the fact that the construction had started and was near
completion. He opined that secondary phases of the project are also looming, and yet the
School District did not do traffic studies or any environmental studies from the City.

Walter Mitchell spoke to continuing issues with the Sequoia High School District, and his
efforts to reach out to the City and Health Department for help with these issues regarding,
safety, environmental/garbage issues, etc. He stressed the cost and concerns associated
with the now new parking project and the additional problems this poses for the
neighborhood.
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
