Mayor Foust announced that there will be a General Plan community workshop on
September 27™ at the San Mateo County History Museum and Courthouse Square from 9
a.m. to noon. She said everyone is welcome and she asked that everyone make the
General Plan meeting a campaign-free zone in light of the upcoming November election.

B. Proclamation: National Neighborhood Day — Neighborhood Liaison

Mayor Foust presented the proclamation to Ms. Spacher, Neighborhood Liaison.
Mayor Foust noted that this day is celebrated throughout the country on the third
Sunday of September with approximately 25,000 neighborhood gatherings. Ms.
Spacher thanked City Council and said she was pleased to announce seven
neighborhoods began planning garage sales, block parties, and barbeques thus
far and that she is finding out about more events every day.

C. Sandpiper School - Friend of the Community Award, City of Redwood City,

Mayor Foust said she accepted this award last spring on behalf of the Council,
City staff and the Redwood City community from the Sandpiper Parent Teacher
Association (PTA). She said the Sandpiper PTA was pleased with the City for
multiple reasons, including the work traffic and engineering staff did to help people
move in and out and the partnership with the Parks, Recreation and Community
Services staff in running the Sandpiper Community Center. Mayor Foust thanked
the PTA for the recognition and City staff for their work.

Denise Lewis, a resident of Redwood City and Vice President of the Redwood Shores
Library Foundation, stated that they had a gala event to honor major donors last
Friday. She complimented and thanked Norcal Waste for their contributions and
support. She stated her belief that Norcal Waste System is focused on recycling and
thanked them and she recommended them as the new collection service for
Redwood City.

Nancy Radcliffe stated that CityTrees is celebrating the planting of their 2000™ tree
and she invited the community to a tree planting on National Neighborhood Day,
Sunday, September 21%. [t will be a 20 foot valley oak to be planted at Stafford Park
startingat 1 p.m.

Sally Edwards stated that she supports agenda item 6.3. She said that she has been
trying to subdivide her property, but it has not been approved yet, and that she gets
letters from the County and the City about needing approvals from various agencies.
She spoke in detail about what she has had to pay and do to lay in pipes and she
said she would like some help. Mayor Foust asked the City Manager, along with
Engineering staff, to follow up on this issue noting that there are some areas that the
City has no jurisdiction over.

Janet Borgens invited the public to a Community Emergency Response Team
(CERT) sponsored blood drive on the last day of their training on Saturday,
September 27th from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. at the Bloodmobile at the Community
Activities Building at 1400 Roosevelt, Redwood City. She said people can make an
appointment online at blood heroes and that children can come with parents.

Keith Kadera, a resident of Redwood City and the current director of Hometown
Holidays, which is the Christmas event held every year and this year on December 6,
2008, said Norcal Waste has donated time and effort during the last three years to
streamline, plan, and clean up after ten thousand people attending downtown events.
He spoke on behalf of Norcal Waste and stated his encouragement that the City look
at Norcal Waste’s efforts in positive light.
