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5. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY

A. Congresswoman Eshoo’s Hispanic Heritage Month recognition of the Fair Oaks
Community Center - Teri Chin, Director of the Fair Oaks Community
Center/Human Services Manager.

Ms. Chin invited other representatives from other agencies to the podium. They were:
Vicky Avila, Community Program Specialist, EI Concilio of San Mateo County, Tish
Hedrick, Director, Redwood City Child Development Center, Barbara Liedtke, South
County Coordinator, HIP Housing/Homesharing Program, Zena Vigileos, Site Coordinator,
Family Service Agency/Fair Oaks Intergenerational Senior Center, and Anthony Moss,
ESL/Citizenship Professor, International Institute of the Bay Area. Ms. Chin thanked the
Council for its support of the Fair Oaks Community Center for over 30 years. Mayor Foust
in return thanked Teri Chin and the community for its work, especially during these tough
times.

B. Presentation of Green Business Certifications - Malcolm Smith, Public
Communications Manager. i

Two businesses and City Hall were Green and Mayor Foust acknowledged the two
businesses present. They were the Crosby Group and Provident Group. The Mayor also
acknowledged the Green Fair that took place last week at City Hall.

C. City Manager Department Presentation on Environmental Initiatives and
Neighborhood Liaison Program - Magda Gonzalez, Deputy City Manager, Beth
Ross, Environmental Initiatives Manager, and Erica Spacher, Neighborhood
Liaison Coordinator.

Magda Gonzalez, Deputy City Manager presented the report and explained the various
initiatives that the City Manager's Department is engaged in. She explained how the
initiative blends with the Council initiatives. Beth Ross, Environmental Initiatives Manager,
highlighted the number of partners that the City is working with in all its environmental
initiatives. She expressed her pride in having sustainability as a value in this organization.
Ms. Ross provided details on the Youth Outdoors (YO) program and how it allows youth of
more challenged socio-economic levels make a difference and learn what environmental
stewardship is about.

Erica Spacher, Neighborhood Liaison Coordinator, spoke about the City Hall Green Team
and its goal. She spoke about the Neighborhood Liaison Program. Ms. Spacher provided
a list of all the items that have been accomplished within the last three months. She
spoke about National Neighborhood Day in September and how it was a successful event.
Ms. Spacher explained that currently there are plans to celebrate National Night Out in
August 2009.

Ms. Gonzalez acknowledged the donations of the Packard Foundation. She thanked all
the members of the City Manager’'s Department for working so well together.
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Council Member Bain asked about the work from ICLEI. Ms. Ross said that they are
preparing a greenhouse gas emissions inventory report and that will be forthcoming.
Council Member Bain would like to focus not only on carbon foot print but also on other
above and beyond items. Vice Mayor Howard thanked staff for leading by example. She
asked about the five items in the audit reviews and Ms. Ross explained the items.

Mayor Foust encouraged the residents to attend free upcoming training and learning how
the audits work. She spoke about the energy audit as a great benefit. Council Member
Pierce shared her excitement over this and she stated that ICLEI is very busy countywide.
She would like to know what else can be done to enhance mobility without the auto mobile
and so she would like this measured. Vice Mayor Howard mentioned that wind power
might be used in gyms and how this might be a trend of the future. Mayor Foust spoke
about greening efforts as the way of the present and future.

Gloria Rodriguez said she had spoken with a representative from the Building Division and
she said she is asking Council what can she do to protect her house. She has set up an
appointment with staff and what she wants to know what are her rights.

Jill Ekas, Planning Manager, provided a brief report on the status of the current General
Plan outreach process. Ms. Ekas introduced the speakers providing biographical data.

Don Weden addressed the Council with a presentation called “Winds of Change” (on file).
Will Travis followed with a presentation regarding the Bay area and its shoreline
(presentation on file).

Mayor Foust suggested a 10-minute recess at 9:10 p.m. Council resumed at 9:20 p.m.

Melissa Hippard, with the Sierra Club, thanked the speakers and she concurs with all
comments made by the two presenters. She believes the City needs to complete its
climate plan prior to completing the General Plan. She believes there is a strong
ecological sense in the community. She asked the Council to havean election on any
Cargill project.

Sarah Stapleton teaches environmental science and she is proud to walk the talk by biking
to work. She asked Council to consider these important issues. She is happy with what
has happened in Redwood City and she wants it to be a walkable place.

Judy Hanson said she has worked on campaigns and she thanked Council for the
downtown and the community building isreally important to her. She took part in W and
admits she was a bit confused. She said that she worries about nature and she is glad
someone has that land where she walks often.

Ralph Nobles thanked the speakers and he believes the messages should be taken to
heart. Mr. Nobles said that the good news is that the land taken from the bay was to do
salt and most of that land can be restored to wetlands.

Sean Pounder said he is a High School student and he is grateful for the presentations
tonight. He is hopeful that there is awareness about these important issues. He was very
pleased that people in the City are supportive and progressive.

Rick Nordensten is a member of the Cool Cities Team and he referred to a report that
came out recently. He thanked the Council for having the speakers and he thanked Ms.
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Gonzalez and Ms. Ross. He echoed Melissa Hippard's request on getting some specific
guidelines on the environmental component.

James Jonas stated that what we need is plan B for the Cargill site. He proposes floating
communities and what is needed is a new plan, a new policy and a new project that can
bridge environmental concerns with developmental needs. He asked for a new floating
community.

Council discussion:

Questions were posed of the speakers regarding resources and Mr. Travis explained that
there is a website www.bcdc.ca.gov where a lot of information is available. It was
suggested that specific environmental goals be put into the plan. One Council Member
suggested working with the Council on a mechanism to have a public vote on projects of a
certain size. One Council Member asked if it would be possible to do the Green Gas
Emissions and the Climate Action Plan. Ms. Ross explained that the General Plan will be
addressed in tandem with the Climate Action Plan. Ms. Ross explained that having
measurable outcomes is "key."

One Council Member focused on where we will live and work. He also believes the goal
and intent tonight is to create solutions based on future views and not focused on past
views. He explained that civic imagination and political will - will need to go hand in hand.
Mayor Foust thanked the Planning staff and she also supports more measurable statistics
on environmental issues and is open toinnovative ideas such as floating communities.
She highlighted the fact that an election breeds competition and it is not a positive issue.
Mayor Foust proposed inviting the various community groups to craft options that marry
and blend the best of both worlds. The Mayor said that it does not have to be a
competition with winners and losers but the focus should be on the end result and the
quality of life for the community.
