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5. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY

A. Proclamation: Recognition of the Garrick’s their Family and Friends (postponed
to January 26, 2008)

B. Presentation:  Downtown Business Group Holiday Tree Decorating Winners —
Nancy Radcliffe, President of the Redwood City Downtown Business Group and Mr.
Kadera said this was the 2™ annual tree decorating contest. He added they had 20
entries and three hundred votes were cast. Mr. Kadera acknowledged all the winners
and explained the categories.

Mayor Foust recognized Keith and Nina Kadera for their dedication to the event and
presented them with a certificate of recognition. Mayor Foust also announced that Mr.
and Mrs. Kadera will be the recipients of the Business Award as part of the Sequoia
awards.

C. Presentation:  Library Department Presentation — Dave Genesy, Library Director

Dave Genesy presented an overview of iniatives the Library is engaged in
(presentation on file). He acknowledged donations from the Library Foundation in the
amount of $850,000. He announced that Sandra Cooperman will receive the Library
Volunteer award.

Mayor Foust thanked Mr. Genesy for the great libraries and programs he runs.
6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR

Teri Chin, Human Services Manager, shared invitations to upcoming events 1) Martin
Luther King Jr. Celebration and the 2) One day Homeless Count. She provided details on
the events and Council Member Pierce reiterated that all are invited to participate.

Sofia Asaro spoke about her property at Johnson Street and how street cleaning over
parked cars can be challenging. She opined that street cleaners do not clean her street
and this can be a challenge because it makes streets unappealing.

Mayor Foust said that the City Manager will follow-up on this. Mayor Foust asked that the
pictures be dropped by for review (on file).

John Bruno, Cargill Saltworks, submitted a letter for Council consideration (on file). It
suggested phasing the General Plan process and referred to the possibility of the
submittal of an application by spring of 2009. He asked Council for clarity on the process
since an application will come in the next few months.

Mayor Foust said that the letter needs to be reviewed carefully and possibly the
stakeholders might need to be pulled in. Mr. Yamamoto commented that the letter should
be looked at and then the City Manager can elaborate a response. Mayor Foust stated
that the Planning Commission will need some direction and the Council will need to
provide such direction. The Mayor said that the letter needs to be digested and come
back to the full Council as soon as possible.

6.2A and in the near future a presentation might be before Council.

7. STAFF REPORTS -

A. Formation of a “Complete Streets” Advisory Committee (formerly known as the
Bike-Pedestrian Committee) to address mobility issues, with an emphasis on
traditionally under-represented users.

Recommendation:

Approve by motion the formation of a Redwood City Complete Streets Advisory
Committee (Advisory Committee) to increase safe mobility for the Redwood City
community with an emphasis on traditionally under-represented users such as
bicyclists and pedestrians, choose one of the two proposed levels of scope and
duties, and provide direction for next steps.

1. Level 1. basic scope
2. Level 2: broader scope (209) Minute Order 09-010

One Council Member shared concerns with the amount of time required to support such
a body. The time investment was discussed and the fact that this would be an advisory
body with recommending authority to the Council. One Council Member shared
concerns that the committee might become an operational advisory committee.

John Langbein supports the formation of this body and asks that Council move forward.
Mr. Langbein explained the value of such an advisory body.
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Rebecca Ratcliff said that she represents those who cannot serve but she is
impressed with Redwood City and its initiatives. She urges the Council to continue
the philosophy of alternative modes of transportation. She supports the creation of
such a body.

Juda Tolmasoff said he has been a member of the pilot group and values the
variety of approaches. She supports the creation of a Complete City Streets
Advisory body.

One Council Member said that she supports option #2 but she is concerned with
the staff hours. She wants to make sure staff can take this on and that it will not
require hiring someone else. City Manager Ingram said that currently there are
some hours that are being dedicated to the group and the goal here is to make it
more efficient and a more permanent approach. He also wanted to bring to the
Council’s attention the fact that there is creativity on how this would be staffed. Mr.
Ingram added that this committee will have to work within the bounds of a creative
tension between ideas and policies.

Council concurred with the structure being four year seats, and or staggering terms.
The recruitment is to be handled through the City Clerk’s Office with a possibility of
it being a five member body with no limitation on who can apply.

M/S Bain/Pierce to adopt option # 2 of the staff report.

Council further discussed the structure of the committee but depending on
budgetary issues this committee might not be a permanent body. One Council
Member wants benchmarks and a report on progress and accomplishments.

Mayor Foust asked if the written structure would be brought back to Council with a
formal next step. City Manager confirmed that this will come back in a more formal
manner and it will include definition, scope, terms, etc. The Mayor liked the focus
on “Complete” streets. Mayor Foust appreciated the inclusiveness of the title and
possible scope.

Motion carried unanimously.

Council Member Hartnett informed the Council that he will have to recuse himself
from item 7.B due to a potential conflict of interest, however he will come back for
item 8.

Council took a five-minute break at 9:00 p.m. and resumed at 9:05 p.m.

Vice Mayor Howard introduced Mr. Felton and thanked him for the services he
provides at the Redwood City Veterans Center. Mr. Derrick Felton introduced the
services he provides via the Veteran Center and thanked Vice Mayor Howard for
meeting with him.

B. Affordable Housing Covenant Deed Restrictions for 885 Woodside Road
Condominium Housing Project (Information Only).
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Recommendation:

For information only — to be agendized for action on January 26, 2009 City Council
meeting. The Declaration of Affordability Covenants for 15% of the 43-unit
condominium housing project at 885 Woodside Road (six units).

Council Member Hartnett recused himself.

Pat Webb, Housing and Development Manager, said this is an information item. She
explained this is before Council in draft form and the goal is to bring it back on January 26,
2009. She said that this is an exciting project and it will be the first of many projects to
come.

Mayor Foust asked if the neighborhood is aware of this change and if this is temporary.
Ms. Webb said that there is no time limit in the document and regarding the neighborhood
staff was treating this as a ministerial matter. Mayor Foust is not comfortable without
notification to the neighborhood because the project has changed. Mayor Foust
understands the market conditions but she believes the neighbors need to know. One
Council member thought sending out a letter would be a good idea. The same Council
Member asked what happens if the market improves. Mayor Foust would like a time
frame specified in the document. She believes that the developer should also disclose the
fact of what happened and what this means for neighborhood. Vice Mayor Howard
agreed that the neighbors should be notified. It was suggested that HEART (Housing
Endowment and Regional Trust) be looked as a possibility to assist the developer.

Mr. Lamb addressed the Council and said he could not commit to some type of lease but
he thanked staff for its help. He said that this is an unfortunate situation and he is
committed to having the neighbors informed.

One Council Member said he is not willing to go further than a two year window as a
maximum allowance of the rental units. Council agreed that a letter needs to go out to all
the neighbors who were involved in the public hearings and the letter is to go out not too
close to the January 26™, 2009 meeting so the neighbors have ample notice.

Mayor Foust and Council Member
Hartnett were reappointed to their seats (Transportation Authority and SAMTRANS
respectively) and Vice Mayor Howard was appointed to the HEART seat.
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
