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5. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY

A. Proclamation: National Blood Donor Month — American Red Cross Account
Manager Mona Helmhold — Sarah O’Brien was the representative
present and encouraged everyone to donate blood. Vice Mayor
Howard announced that Deanna La Croix (City Manager
Department) wonderful job getting city employees to donate
blood.

C. Acknowledgement of Community Shuttle Naming Contest Winners — Vice Mayor
Howard and Christine Maley-Grubl, Executive Director, Peninsula Traffic
Congestion Relief Alliance. Vice Mayor Howard thanked the over 100 suggestions
submitted. The winner was lan Bain, Council Member. She also gave prizes to
others who participated. Vice Mayor Howard thanked the Peninsula Traffic
Congestion Relief Alliance and the senior representative present Kim Comstock.

D. Presentation: Certificate of Recognition to Dave Karow, Show Your Pride,
Redwood City - 2008 Contest - Mr. Karow was present and thanked the Council
for the recognition. He presented each Council Member with a signed copy of the
book.

B. Proclamation: Honoring The Garrick Family and Their Friends from Atherton and
Woodside for the ‘Trees of Joy’ Event. Mayor Foust recognized the Garrick’s and
thanked them for their dedication to making this event possible. Mr. Garrick
explained the genesis of this tradition. Mayor Foust thanked Teri Chin, Human
Services Manager, for making this happen.

6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR

Greg Greenway, with Industrial Seaport Association, said that the Chamber of Commerce
in Redwood City is looking at Prop 1A and High Speed Rail which passed in November of
2008. He commented on Consent Calendar item 6.1.C. and the need for affordable
housing.

Susanne Springs, with time donated by Sandra Peltz, opined that regarding 885
Woodside Road the letter to neighbors was not sent in a timely manner and neighbors
were not aware of this action. She did not think there was adequate notice. Ms. Springs
posed questions relating to the use and process. She believes the original Council action
is different than what is being suggested. She asked that these not be rental units and for
clarification on the meaning of “more favorable market conditions”.

‘Gerard Zelnik said he agreed with the sentiments from the previous speaker. He opined
that what originally was proposed is what should remain. He believes this has been
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controversial approval and in his opinion to allow a change to rentals without a time limit is
not acceptable.

Vic Fracaro, speaking on behalf of the applicant, said he does not see any issues around
the matter. He said that construction of the project is expected to be completed in
November 2009. He provided clarifying details on the project and why the current action is
needed.

Victor Gallego said he is in charge of the property at 875 Woodside Road and he was
happy that the site was going to be owner occupied and not rentals. He says that for one
year he has seen no activity on site. Mr. Gallego said he has tried to communicate with
Mr. Lamb but no response was received. He shared concerns about youth that occupy
the site.

Mayor Foust pulled agenda item 6.1.C from the Consent Calendar.
M/S Howard/Pierce to adopt the Consent Calendar except for item 6.1.C.

Council Member Bain commented on agenda item 6.1 D. He wants to make it clear that
this will still go through a process and the cost is being covered by the developer.

Mayor Foust read the titles of each item prior to voting. Motion carries by unanimous
roll call vote.

Council Member Hartnett recused himself from the discussion on item 6.1.C.

Ms. Ekas, Planning Manager, reported that 900 letters went out and they were sent out
the day after Martin Luther King holiday. Ms. Webb, Housing and Economic Development
Manager, said that this is similar to what was presented to Council two weeks ago. She
provided details to Council on the fact that the covenant already says that the six units can
be rental. Mayor Foust said that the Council specifically asked for certain items to be
addressed prior to this coming back namely that the developer send out a notification and
to include a time limit. Council Member Ira said that this was a sensitive issue and Council
was trying to avoid this kind of reaction and how a maximum of two years had been
discussed.

Vice Mayor Howard asked that this come back and not have it on the Consent Calendar.
She wants it noticed now so that people know what it is about and she also mentioned the
security issue at the site since construction has stopped. Other Council Members wanted
to bring this back at a later date. The developer representative said they are under a
deadline of the end of January. One Council Member asked that the legal rights be
explored in the Mayor/Vice Mayor meeting and then have the matter come back. Council
hoped that the issues get resolved and one Council Member asked that this come back on
the Consent Calendar.

M/S Bain/Aguirre to continue item 6.1 C. Motion carried by a voice vote with Council

Magda Gonzalez, Deputy City, introduced the topic and provided an overview. She
acknowledged the various staff of the committee who worked on this (presentation on file).

Various Council Members made comments about the process. One Council Member
mentioned that the future belongs to other Council Members so Council cannot be sure
that this is appropriate for the future. Also it was suggested that the least jargon the best.
All Council Members were excited about the mission and vision of this process. One
Council Member mentioned that the strategic initiatives could be updated more often than
every five years and this might depend on what Council is in place.

M/S Howard/ Bain to approve the item. Motion carries unanimously by roll call vote.
Council took a break at 8:35 p.m. The meeting resumed at 8:50 p.m.
B. New General Plan.

+ Woodside Road
+ El Camino Real
o Veterans/Broadway

These study area land use alternatives, if conceptually approved, will be made part
of the complete Draft Land Use Map and will be used for preparing the New
General Plan Elements and associated policies. Once all of these study areas are
affirmed, the Redwood City Draft Land Use Map will be designated as the “project’
in the Programmatic Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the New General Plan,
pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (601)

Minute Order 09-017

Mayor Foust made some opening remarks outlining the options before the City Council.
City Manager Ingram explained the current situation and how time is of the essence. He
explained that if option 1 is the chosen path then the timeline will have to be pushed out.
Mr. Ingram added that neither path is perfect but it is up to the Council to deliberate and
make a decision.

Council consensus was to address 7.B.2 before 7.B.1.

One Council Member wanted to know the greater implications of the delay on the General
Plan. is. Ekas addressed the Council and explored all the various options that staff
looked at. Ms. Ekas spoke about particular zonings and went through a slide presentation
(on file).

Mayor Foust asked for a motion on item 7.B.2.
M/S Aguirre/Pierce to confirm the land use maps in the specified study area
corridors. Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote.

Mayor Foust thanked the Planning Commission for its hard work.

Item 7.B.1

Public Comment

Clem Molony, Secretary of Seaport Industrial, said he attended all the meetings for the
Bayfront Park issue and he praised staff and the Planning Commission and the
community for the discourse and the progress made in this area. He suggested the
acceptance of three principles: facing transportation realities, protecting the Port of
Redwoad City’s financial flow, and appropriate transition between phases of the change
process.
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Elizabeth Puccinelli with Syufy Industries spoke about her aspirations for the Bayfront and
their property. She requested more flexibility for her property located at East Bayshore.
She presented documents to the Council (on file).

Carole Wong referred to land use on 101 and she believes that it is hard to treat a General
Plan as a project. Ms. Wong believes that since there are so many choices it is impossible
to study them in depth. She asked that needs versus wants be compared. She referred
to a specific letter sent out to the Planning Commission and the Council requesting a
particular designation for the Bayfront area (on file).

Stephen Knight, speaking on behalf of Save the Bay, opined that the New General Plan
keep the Cargill property should be in the current process. He believes that to date the
staff has received many more letters in favor of keeping it in. He opined that bifurcating
the General Plan is not a viable solution.

Joseph Folenta, who is a resident of Redwood Mobile Estates and said he was conveying
the feelings of various people. He is opposed to any development in that area. He shared
concerns that, in his opinion, if the process is bifurcated then there is a higher chance of
development in the area. He spoke about the various impacts he believes would occur in
the area and he opposes development.

Lou Covey with Sustainable Redwood City, said he supports a two way process. He
believes that a vote of the people will be needed on what occurs at Cargill. Mr. Covey
supports getting Cargill out of the mix of the current General Plan process.

Greg Greenway, speaking on behalf of Seaport Industrial Association, finds that there is a
remarkable amount of common ground. He asked Council to buffer industrial from non-
industrial uses; allow opportunities for Port expansion; and, plan for transportation
infrastructure. He suggests considering light industrial uses. He is asking for more
information on the process should it be bifurcated.

Pat Dixon, opined that the Council’'s thoughts should be on the Bayfront. She asked that
Council flush out all options on the table including housing in that area.

Joey Sciarra Jr. spoke about the marshes and how he helped restoration efforts.

Council discussion:

Council voiced an interest in continued public involvement regarding the Bayfront but
simultaneously an eagerness to finish the General Plan. A comment was made that the
Cargill site and the various measures have diverted the General Plan process. Council
discussed seeing the Cargill site as a place of opportunity for a multitude of options. One
Council Member stated that ultimately the voters should have a say on this matter.
Council discussed hearing from the community and setting a vision instead of being led by
the developer’s vision. Some Council Members outlined the benefits of taking Cargill out
of the General Plan process. Various Council Members pointed out that they do not
believe that a proper process can occur with both items side by side. Council stated that
time if of the essence.
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
