Two representatives from Wells Fargo Bank handed a check to Mayor Foust and Ms.
Chin in the amount of $10,000. The Mayor thanked them for their willingness to
improve the quality of life in Redwood City.

After a brief introduction on the value of awareness, Vice Mayor Howard shared her
personal experience with heart disease. Vice Mayor Howard read the proclamation
and presented it to the American Heart Association representative.

C. Presentation:  Finance Department Presentation on Unified Communications
System — Brian Ponty, Director of Finance and Financial Planning

Mr. Ponty introduced the topic and welcomed Ashu Tikekar, Supervisor of Information
Services and Technology. Mr. Tikekar explained how this is an advanced messaging
system that revamps an 18 year old voice mail system. Council was appreciative of
the work staff has put into this.

Billy James addressed the Council regarding Finger Avenue and how he is joining
other residents who oppose the proposed design. He submitted a letter for the record
(on file) and one of the main oppositions is that this creates a quasi private road and
or a gated community. He opposes the project because in his opinion it does not fit
with the Council’s overarching priorities.

Mayor Foust thanked the speaker and asked for a motion for approval of the Consent

ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 25.2.02 (L) OF CHAPTER 25, ARTICLE |. PARKS
OF THE REDWOOD CITY MUNICIPAL CODE

Chris Beth, Superintendent for Parks, Recreation and Community Services, presented the
report and introduced Shawn White, Chairperson for the commission. Mr. White
explained that various surveys were sent out and other means were also used to get the
pulse of the community on this issue. Mr. Beth provided statistics showing that those who
responded or were engaged supported the proposed ordinance.

Mayor Foust asked for public comment.

Mary Brown opined that a ban like this is excessive. She believes this should be put to a
vote of the people. She believes her generation is composed mostly of smokers and in a
way she believes this is taking away senior rights.

Joey Sciarra Jr. spoke on the same matter sharing concerns that this can be viewed as an
encroachment of freedoms. He believes this is a lose/lose proposition. Mr. Sciarra Jr.
believes the real problem is that smokers can be inconsiderate to those around them.

Council Discussion:

One Council Member inquired about the enforcement portion of the ordinance. Mr. Beth
explained that there would be a warning and then a citation would be issued. Council
inquired about outreach to the community and Mr. Beth explained that 86% of those
surveyed were in favor of this approach. Council Member Aguirre thanked staff for its
work and her main concern are the children, and so she will support this ordinance.
Council asked if this included the Courthouse Plaza and staff said it did not. One Council
Member clarified that the restrictions to be imposed are on public property and not on
private property.

M/S Aguirre/ira to introduce the ordinance. Motion carries unanimously.
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8. PUBLIC HEARING (faken out of sequence and before item 7.B.)
A. Solid Waste Collections Rate Increase.

Recommendation:

It is recommended that the City Council approve by resolution a 1.6% increase in
the overall revenue requirement for Allied Waste Industries, the City’s franchised
waste hauler, effective February 10, 2009 and approve the implementation of a
progressive rate structure for commercial subscribers. For typical residential
customers who have one 32-gallon container picked up once a week, the increase
will amount to $0.24 per month. (803)

RESOLUTION 14921 ESTABLISHING SOLID WASTE COLLECTION RATES FOR THE
CITY OF REDWOOD CITY

Mr. Ponty, Director of Finance and Financial Planning Services, presented the staff report
providing details on the rate increase. For the record he explained that six protests had
been received. The utilities committee had also reviewed this information at two different
occasions. He introduced staff from Allied Waste present to answer any questions if
necessary. They were Mr. Boyd, General Manager and Ms. Chicconi, Environmental
Relations Manager who were ready to answer any questions Council might have.

One Council Member inquired if residents could reduce containers’ size. Mr. Ponty
confirmed that was the case. One Council Member explained that these rates are based
on current consumption values and what it will mean on a monthly basis.

Mayor Foust opened the public hearing.

Jim O’Connor referred to the various increases he has seen in the last few years. He is
concerned that all these raises are hard right now when people are struggling with other
bills. Mr. O’Connor submitted a written protest with multiple signatures.

Luis Mendonza said he agrees with Mr. O’Connor and one of his complaints is that all
services are going up. He complained about the collectors who don’t always pick up the
garbage. He asked for consideration of those who are struggling in this economy. He
asked Council to oppose the rate increase.

Margarita Ramirez said this is the first time she has spoken at a Council meeting but she
found this an important issue. She stated that unemployment is a serious concern and this
increase will be hard. She collected signatures from the neighbors and she feels she can
get more signatures if need be.

M/S Ira/Pierce to close the public hearing. Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

One Council Member provided details on the rate increase and how Allied Waste will not
be making more money. Another Council Member suggested more recycling as a city and
a way to save is to decrease the size of the containers. Council was supportive of the
neighbors communicating and getting involved in the solution and encouraged residents to
communicate with Allied Waste when problems arise. Council said this could be viewed
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as an opportunity to increase recycling. Mayor Foust thanked the residents who came this
evening and provided input.

M/S Harnett/Ira o approve the resolution. Motion carries unanimously.

Mayor Foust announced a five-minute break at 8:20 p.m. Council restarted the
meeting at 8:25 p.m. Council addressed item 7.B. next.

B. Study Session: Proposed California High Speed Rail Project — San Francisco to
San Jose Section, on the Caltrain Corridor. (Taken out of sequence)

Recommendation:

1. Provide input to staff for use in the City’s official scoping comments letter to the
California High Speed Rail Authority (Authority), in response to the Notice of
Preparation of Environmental Impact Report/Statement (EIR/EIS).

2. Discuss possible policies, principles, and guidelines that the City Council may
wish to create outlining the community’s best interests related to the proposed
project, and its potential implementation alternatives.

City Manager Ingram introduced the item (presentation on file) and asked for
Council direction. Mayor Foust asked for public comment.

Greg Greenway, with Seaport Industrial stated that the local Chamber of
Commerce has been watching this issue for a number of years. As Chair of the
Transportation and Housing Commission for the Chamber of Commerce he views
the City and the Chamber as partners. As Executive Director of the Seaport
Industrial he asked that the Council consider the freight capacity issue.

Vice Mayor Howard asked about an upcoming meeting at the Chambers on this
topic. Mr. Greenway provided details and said there are seven slots left.

Jim Bigelow, with the Redwood City/San Mateo County Chamber of Commerce
said that various Chambers will be coming up with various points to be placed into
the EIR scoping comments. Mr. Bigelow explained that this is a large project and
so mitigations will need to be considered. He made a distinction between lighter rail
and high speed rail.

Mayor Foust disclosed the various seats that Council Members serve on regional
bodies that also discuss this issue. Electrification and High Speed Rail were
discussed in detail. Council consensus was to include all the items on the
checklist of the staff report as comments to be part of the EIR scoping. In
addition, there was consensus to include items from Council Members Bain
and Pierce’s memo (on file) and items from Council Member Hartnett’'s memo
(on file).

Mr. Ingram suggested that the letter include as many possible pertinent questions
because then these will be on record. The City Manager also explained that the
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City has engaged the services of a consultant, Valerie Young, to assist in the
drafting and finalization of the letter. Council added another item to the list
which is “prepare for current and future capacity for freight”. Council
discussed Union Pacific as a big player and how freight compatibility will need to be
studied. Another concern brought up was how the information will flow between
Redwood City and other cities in the Peninsula.

Mr. Bigelow was asked to provide details on the High Speed Rail and the more
localized issue of a possible station for Redwood City and Palo Alto. He said these
two cities are being considered as the key cities. Ultimately, these two cities will
have a say. He provided other information on the project as a whole and
ramifications for the peninsula and the 17 cities impacted.

Council discussed the possibility of including the local commute as a consideration.
One Council Member suggested that the City explain its vision for the downtown
and use some of the comments from Council Member Hartnett’'s memo to frame
the issue. There was Council consensus on an opening statement (from Council
Member Hartnett's memo) and have the EIR consultant review it. It was requested
that a question be posed about possibly creating a station that provides seamless
service to vehicular and foot traffic.

During its discussion Council agreed on the following points:

¢ Work with local officials from CalTrain and the JPB

e Beinformed about what the status of other cities is;

e Council wants to lead and not be led;

e Once the model is established for the project then a model for the flow of
information needs to be established so that people know where to get
answers

e Support the efforts of an MOU between CalTrain and High Speed Rail

Mayor Foust introduced Kim Levy with Samtrans and she addressed the Council
making herself available to answer any questions. She explained that she is
meeting with the 17 jurisdictions.

Mayor Foust spoke about another group that is an informal group but is discussing
policies and guidelines. This group got together informally to see if there were
some common issues and Council Member Pierce said she sat in the group to see
if there were issues of common interest. One Council Member made comments
about the possibility of a MOU between various stakeholders but cautioned that this
is not final. Another Council Member said that he sees CalTrain taking a key role.

One Council Member suggested a subcommittee of the Council to work on this and
possibly a third person from staff. Mayor Foust said that this idea can come back.

There was consensus that Council would support the efforts of the MOU. Council
Member Pierce explained that some of the different members got together
informally because there was not enough information flowing. It was suggested
that Mayor Foust communicate with the Palo Alto Mayor and inform her of what is
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
