5. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY -

A. Presentation. Emergency Operation Center Report — Jim Skinner, Fire Chief,
Dave Pucci, Fire Battalion Chief, and Geoff Balton, Fire Battalion
Chief

Members of the Fire Department reported on the most recent “Emergency Operations
Response” and “Introduction to Emergency Management Earthquake” exercises. Every
Department within the City was represented at such event (65 employees in total). A
member of staff explained the concept of “perishable skills” and the need to keep them
fresh. Fire Battalion Chief Balton explained the CERT (Community Emergency Response
Team) training program and he thanked the community (presentation on file). One
Council Member suggested having the emergency response system information on the
website. Various Council Members posed questions about integration with other
jurisdictions and staff provided explanations regarding the collaborative efforts. Council
appreciated staff's work and acknowledged the involvement and investment by the
community.

B. Proclamation: San Mateo County West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector
Control Abatement — Robert (Bob) Bury, Trustee and
former Mayor of Redwood City

Mayor Foust presented the proclamation to former Mayor Bob Bury and to Angie Nakano
assistant vector control ecologist, from the San Mateo County Mosquito and Vector
Control District. Mayor Foust proclaimed April 20 through April 26 as awareness week.

C. Proclamation: National Historic Preservation Month — Kenneth Rolandelli,
Chairperson, Historic Resources Advisory Committee

Mayor Foust said that May 2009 is being proclaimed National Historic Preservation Month.
Mr. Rolandelli explained the various events planned for May relating to historic
preservation and awareness.

Mayor Foust acknowledged that three congregations collaborated to plan the annual
Easter Hunt. She explained that these three churches had over 170 staff present but
there challenges accommodating close to 6,000 attendees. This number doubled what
was expected. Mayor Foust formally apologized to the community if expectations were not
met. She explained that the organizers learned a lot from this experience. She
encouraged the community to come back to the event and work together to improve it.
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6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR

Rabbi Jay Miller introduced Maribel Zarate a new program coordinator, and he thanked
the Fire Department for its presentation and work around emergency preparedness.
Representing the Peninsula Clergy Network (PCN) he spoke about partnerships between
the two City Departments (Fire and Police) and twelve congregations that are part of the
response centers. He commented that now there are fifty congregations participating in a
certificate program. He thanked Malcolm Smith, the city’s public information officer, for
disseminating information regarding this important initiative.

Lydia Dobyns with RAFT, Resource Area for Teaching, explained the services provided by
this organization. She asked Council to help her introduce RAFT to the local business
community. She invited all interested in coming to the resource center. Ms. Dobyns
provided details on their operations and business plan.

Mayor Foust added that she is connecting Ms. Dobyns with the Chambers and she will
also be speaking at a local Rotary Club.

Cherlene Wright, spoke about a 501 (c) (3) non-profit organization that she and her
husband founded called “Teach for your Dreams”. Ms. Wright explained the goal of this
non-profit is to assist teachers with funds for special in classroom projects. The website is
www.teachforyourdreams.org.

Police Department Administrative Sergeant Mulholland made a brief presentation to
Council on the matter.
Mayor Foust opened the public hearing. There was no public comment.

M/S Hartnett/Pierce to close the Public Hearing. Motion carries 6-0 with Council
Member Ira absent.
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Council Member Pierce asked that in the future the Police Chief consider using these
grant funds to offset some of the costs associated with officers supporting large local
events. Administrative Sergeant Mulholland said staff would verify if this is possible
because sometimes there are rules regarding how these funds can be expanded.

M/S Hartnett/Howard to adopt the resolution. Motion carries 6-0 with Council Member
Ira absent.

8. STAFF REPORTS
A. Second Status Update from Pilot Community Tree Board.

Recommendation:

Approve by motion directing the Public Works staff to: launch a tree education
program; obtain delegated authority to issue citations enforcing tree preservation
ordinances; consider requiring fees for issuance of pruning and removal permits
and review existing fine schedule; strengthen the city’s policies that protect trees
during construction and development projects. (209)

Mr. Frank Schwartz, member of the tree board, made a brief presentation to the City
Council (presentation on file).

Questions were asked about the current educational program on tree related issues. One
Council Member mentioned the need to understand the current economic climate and
budgetary limitations. The issue of tree inventory was discussed as well as review of -
trees. One Council Member would like the standards clearly communicated to the
community so that there are no surprises. One Council Member would like to know the
intend of the education program, its goals, audience, etc. It was also discussed that prior
to considering penalization it might be more appropriate to create an incentive system and
partner with the residents. Council consensus was that a less legalistic approach
.was preferable. It was the Council’s preference to incentivize and educate instead
of regulating and citing people or businesses. Council appreciated the report and
thanked the Tree Board for all its work.

Two additional members of the Tree Board were introduced and they were: Ms. Black and
Mr. Nordensten. The new tree specialist, Ms. D’Agostino was also present. Various
Council Members inquired about how members of the public could give input on this
suggested process. The concept of a certification process for tree pruners was discussed.
One Council Member asked if this body will be an appeals body and that currently the
appeals function falls within the Parks Recreation Commission purview.

Final comments from Council focused on a better understanding and alignment between
the Council strategic initiatives and this proposal. Mayor Foust stated she prefers a
defined focus for this body with various options for Council consideration. Similarly, she
would like to see how these fit in with the Council’s objectives as well the economic picture
and budget situation. Council directed the Tree Board to reconsider its recommendations
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keeping in mind the following: alignment of resources, strategic initiatives, economic
context and budgetary implications of recommendations.

Council took a break from 8:45 p.m. to 8:55 p.m. Council resumed at 8:55 p.m.
B. Recommendation for Shoreway Recycling and Disposal Center Facility Operator.

Recommendation:

Alternative 1:

Provide Redwood City's Board representative with direction on how to vote on this
matter at the April 23, 2009 South Bayside Waste Management Authority
(SBWMA) Board meeting, including how to respond in the event of the Board
becomes “deadlocked” in this matter.

Alternative 2:

Staff recommends that the City Council direct the Redwood City’s Board
representative to vote to accept the selection committee’s recommendation and
begin negotiating an agreement with South Bay Recycling, LLC (SBR) for the
operation of the Shoreway Recycling and Disposal Center (SRDC).

Council may also, as an element of this alternative, direct the City’s Board
representative to request that the SBWMA allow SBR to recover the additional
costs associated with the sorters being covered by a collective bargaining
agreement. (209)

Mr. Ponty presented the report to Council (presentation on file). Questions were asked
about the Memorandum of Understanding. The issue of the MRF sorters and the costs
associated with their inclusion in the bargaining unit were discussed. The positions of
both bidders regarding this inclusion were discussed. Mr. Larry Patterson, Public Works
Director for the City of San Mateo, who was on the selection committee provided an
overview of how this matter arose. He also provided details on communications regarding
one of the bidders’ environmental record and how this process might have become
politicized. The commodity profits were discussed and Council asked questions about
specific errors on one bid proposal.

Public Comment

Dan Domonoske, Vice President for South Bay Recycling (SBR), spoke about revenues
and the CRV. He explained commodity revenues and SBR'’s position on bond financing
and tipping fees. He said that SBR did change the cost in July but did not change the
position or the subcontractors. Some of these changes were based on feedback from the
selection committee. Mr. Domonoske explained that they were approached by the
teamsters to discuss the MRF sorters but an agreement was not reached. He provided
details on the reasons why the agreement was not reached.

Mayor Foust announced that Mr. Boyd with Allied Waste was present in the audience and
he could answer any questions.
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
