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5. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY

A. Proclamation — Declaring Tuesday, August 4, 2009 as “National Night Out” -
Roman Gomez, Police Officer

Mayor Foust presented the proclamation to Officer Gomez, reading it in its entirety. She
thanked the Neighborhood Watch Liaisons and the eight newly formed neighborhood
watch groups. Officer Ortega thanked the Council and the community for its work in
increasing crime awareness.

6. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS AND CONSENT CALENDAR -

MOTION: Waive reading of the Consent Calendar except the ordinances by title, adopt
the resolutions and the ordinances, and approve other items.

Janet Borgens spoke about the Redwood City Community Emergency Response Team
(CERT) Program, and the need to maintain community interest. She shared details about .
recent trainings and drills and expressed appreciation for these initiatives.

Chek Tang, an architect representing the SyWest Development, shared a proposed
overlay (presentation on file) for this 14 acre site to be considered as part of the General
Plan discussion. This is to include commercial use and mixed use along the waterfront
(bay), and he opined this is part a Smart Growth approach.

Mayor Foust read the titles of the Consent Calendar items to be voted on. ltem 6.1E was
pulied.

M/S Hartnett/Howard to approve the Consent Calendar as submitted with the exception of
Agenda item 6.1E. Motion carried 6-0 by roll call vote with Council Member Aguirre
absent.

Mayor Foust and Council Member Hartnett left the dais due to a potential conflict of
interest. Vice Mayor Howard led this portion of the meeting.

M/S Bain/Pierce to approve Consent Calendar ltem 6.1E. Motion carries 4-0 with Mayor
Foust and Council Member Hartnett recused and Council Member Aguirre absent.
Mayor Foust and Council Member Hartnett rejoined the Council at the dais.

7. STAFF REPORTS

A. Appeal of Zoning Administrator's Approval of a Use Permit for a massage service
establishment at 515 Woodside Road (Public Hearing closed at the July 13, 2009
City Council Meeting).

Recommendation:

Deny the appeal by motion, thereby upholding the decision of the Zoning
Administrator, with revised conditions of approval based on the findings as
documented in the Notice of Official Action, to allow a massage service
establishment at 515 Woodside Road. (603)

Mr. Mehra, Associate Planner, provided a brief overview of the modified conditions which
included the hours of operation and the onsite parking. He also covered the issue of
traffic calming measures.
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Mayor Foust clarified that the public hearing had been closed.

Public Comment

Shan Lai, the daughter of the applicant said they want the matter resolved, that they
cannot accept the modifications and that they wish to end the hearings tonight. She
read a letter on behalf of her father Mr. Yang.

Meg Van Buren the appellant (with Kelly Escobedo who did not speak) spoke about her
belief that this site is different from other sites (presentation on file). She agreed with
the reduced hours and lighting but she still had concerns about the parking. She asked
that if Council approves the project to do so with the modifications.

Mayor Foust offered an opportunity to Mr. Helppi to address the Council since the
appellant was given a chance to address the Council again.

Mr. Helppi, representing the applicant, referred to a communication from Mr. Yang.
Mayor Foust clarified that the Council had received it via email and Mr. Yang’s daughter
had shared it tonight with the Council.

Various Council Members made comments about the fact that there was an extensive
discussion at the last meeting on the proposed Use Permit. The need for rules and
regulations on certain zoning relating to “uses” was discussed and one Council Member
would like more clarity. Zoning Administrator Lyon said that staff could look at pertinent
articles in the zoning ordinance.

M/S Bain/lra to uphold the appeal thereby overturning the decision of the Zoning
Administrator resulting in this business not opening at this location. Motion carried 6-0
by roll call vote with Council Member Aguirre absent. Minute Order 09-160

BREAK TO TRANSITION TO JOINT MEETING WITH PLANNING COMMISSION
City Council and Planning Commission in Study Session mode |
B. Draft New General Plan.

Recommendation:
Conduct a Joint Study Session with the Planning Commission on the Draft New
General Plan. (601)

Mayor Foust made some opening remarks regarding the General Plan process. She
referred members of the public to a particular Appendix of the Draft General Plan.

Laura Stetson, one of the consultants gave an overview of the Draft General Plan
(presentation on file). Jill Ekas, Planning Division Manager, spoke about next steps and
how additional items will need to be looked at such as jail sites. Ms. Ekas clarified that
tonight is a check-in point to get some input from the Council, since the Planning
Commission has looked at most of the Elements. She added that staff will continue its
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work with various Boards, Committees and Commissions and outlined upcoming joint
meetings. Ms. Ekas provided the outline for the joint session which included: comments
from the Council and Commission, a break to revisit exhibits, hear public comment, and
finish with additional comments from the Council and the Commission. Mayor Foust
suggested hearing public comment first and the Council and the Planning Commission
were in agreement.

Public Comment

Jim Bigelow, with the Redwood City San Mateo Chamber of Commerce, spoke about the
need to consider the corridors in the General Plan and capitalize on them because there
are opportunities to redo things with a theme. He highlighted that a lot can be
accomplished in this plan that can help areas such as Woodside. He supports this plan
and this approach because it is an orchestrated effort. He believes that Council should
proceed.

Cynthia Denny, with time ceded by Dan Ponti and Vidgut R. Lingamneni, said that she is
a representative from the Sierra Club. She quoted from a book by David Brown that she
recently picked up at San Gregorio. She spoke about the value of soil and how
agriculture has had an impact on the environment. She advocated for cities with
boundaries. She wants to work together and to improve the relationships. She asked for
clarification on what Smart Growth might mean and shared information from the
Environmental Protection Agency website.

Carole Wong thanked the staff for handling the issue of dual designation and supports
the vision that is described in the plan. She spoke about civic imagination criteria and
how well did the plan meet it and how is our city doing as far as the plan meeting “needs”
and “wants”.

Thea Henry Hamilton spoke about traffic issues and, agreed with the concept of a trolley.
She spoke about the need for vegetation control, removing carbon from the air, and the
possibility of having utility lines underground so that bigger and different types of trees can
be planted without the limitation from such lines above ground.

Shawn White expressed his appreciation for the “Building Community” element and said
that is why he enjoys living here. He expressed concerns about connecting various areas
in Redwood City, such as the downtown area to Bair Island, how to leverage Redwood
Creek and maybe building a park with the creek in the middle, and also connecting this
area with downtown. He would like to create more open space downtown with creative
ways for people go outside and play.

Chair Gee thanked the staff and the community for their involvement and commitment
since this is the blueprint Redwood City’s future.

The City Council and the Planning Commission took a break at 9:00 p.m. and
resumed at 9:25 p.m.
