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5. SPECIAL ORDERS OF THE DAY

A. Proclamation: National Blood Donor Month — Sara O'Brien, Communications
Manager, American Red Cross

Mayor Ira presented the proclamation to Ms. O'Brien and he encouraged all to donate
blood. Ms. C'Brien provided statistics explaining how blood donations save lives.

B. Proclamation: San Mateo County Historical Association upon the Centennial
Birthday of the Old County Courthouse — Diane Rummel,
Marketing Director, San Mateo County History Museum

Ms. Rummel was present to receive the proclamation. She announced that on Thursday at
3:00 p.m. there would be a kick-off event. She provided some clarifying data on the date
the building was completed which was July 1910. Mayor Ira said there is a full schedule of
events until July and invited the community to get involved.

C. Proclamation: Recognizing Eight Congregations — Clergy and congregants were
be honored from Congregation Beth Jacob, Woodside Road
United Methodist Church, Mount Zion Baptist Church, Redeemer
Lutheran Church, Kairos Ministries Church of God, Unitarian
Universalist Fellowship of Redwood City, St. Peter's Episcopal
Church and First United Methodist Church.

Rabbi Jay Miller introduced the item and explained the significance of these first eight
congregations completing this training. He acknowledged multiple stakeholders who
worked very hard for three years to make this happen.

Pucci, Battalion Chief

Battalion Chief Pucci presented a brief overview of the Emergency Operations Center

7. STAFF REPORTS

A. Continued Funding for Human Services Financial Assistance Program and
Redwood Family House.

Recommendation:

The Housing and Human Concerns Committee recommends that the City continue
to fund the Human Services Financial Assistance Program (HSFA) and Redwood
Family House at current levels and that if any reductions need to be made, they be
done proportionate to the percentage taken Citywide. (304)

Mr. Manuel, the Vice Chair, presented the report. He explained the various steps leading
to this recommendation. He opined that the most important finding is that this is a core
service of Redwood City. Mr. Manuel recommends that the City continue funding this
service as previously and he also requested that if there are reductions these be done
proportionally to what gets cut citywide. He specifically spoke to the fact that HSFA funds
benefit Redwood City residents.

Mayor Ira outlined the options which could be 1) go ahead fund it or 2) hold off or 3) have a
combination of 1) and 2). The Mayor also provided next steps as far as the City’s budget is
concerned and that staff will be coming back with more information in March. He asked
that this be on the agenda tonight because he wanted it addressed earlier rather than later.
Mayor Ira asked that the Council discussion take place before the public comment.

One Council Member would like to keep the funding at the same level because he
understands how far the dollar goes in these agencies. One Council Member could not
see herself cut this and so she supports this and hopes that we can find ways to increase
leverage. Another Council Member was willing to fund it this year but is not confident that
in the future this will continue. Another Council Member agreed that this year this may be
cut slightly but in the future it will be hard to manage and maintain. He opined that
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partnerships are the key answer. A majority of Council Members would like to hold off until
there is data on the citywide budget and the deficit amount. Vice Mayor Aguirre thanked
the various organizations that were present and she thanked HHCC for their presentation.
She said that at the end of the day it is hard to make promises and so she would like to
have the numbers present to be fiscally responsible.

Mayor Ira said that he has met with the City’s Finance Director and the cuts are deep and
devastating and so he wants to hold off on making a decision. He also could sense that a
majority of Council would like to see this as part of the citywide budget discussion.

Public Comment:

Jennifer Warburton spoke about how she has received help through the Salvation Army
and how if it was not for those programs, she would not have food to feed herself, her
husband and four children. She said she has seen these programs help people who also
would not make it without these programs.

Carolina Ybarra, representing Bay Area Legal Aid, spoke about domestic violence, and
public safety issues that cross all economic and cultural lines. She said they run a clinic
that is unnoticed by many and that it is often the only place victims can get restraining
orders in one day. They help explain and fill out the necessary forms, explain matters to
the judge, and file with courts.

Noemi Conterres, a Bay Area Legal Aid client (spoke in Spanish through an English
translator - Caroline Ybarra), asked for support for domestic violence victims. She
explained how she was a victim of domestic violence and thanked the people in the
program who helped her leave a violent and life-threatening situation with her child.

Tulin Acikalin, Managing Guardian of the Bay Area Legal Aid, provided statistical
information about the importance of their services. They have seen a 25% increase in
restraining orders since 2005; a 95% approval rate for the orders they have applied for;
and, that 25% of people have a valid need such as being unable to complete paperwork on
their own. He said that the funding from the City is only 6% of their total budget, but no
matter how small the funds are, they are valuable as they get small pots of money from
various sources.

Barbara Liedtke, representing HIP Housing, spoke about coordination of interservice
housing, how fragile the web of services is, how one dollar can save more than four
people. She opined that if the programs are not funded, it will cost a lot to get out. She
gave an example of how they help people with house-sharing so that people can help one
another to remain housed, possibly move up, and how they can then help next person up.
She also opined that the Fair Oaks Community Center is the glue that helps keep people
together.

Michelle Knapik, representing Peninsula Volunteers, said they are the sole providers of
home-delivered meals in South San Mateo County. She said their clients are the most
vulnerable with many complications, being home-bound, and sometimes clients have
fallen, could not get up and have passed away with contact sometimes limited to the
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volunteers. She said Redwood City gives it $12,000 and that they commit to providing 67
hot meals to clients that are made and delivered everyday. She explained how the
average client donation is $.50.

Michael Garb, representing Youth and Family Enrichment Services, spoke about their work
in suicide prevention, suicide intervention, assisting with school hotlines that are connected
to national hotlines, and running a chatroom for youth. He expressed his appreciation of
City Council support in past and hopes for future funding.

Shirley Gibson, Supervising Attorney of the Legal Aid Society of San Mateo County, spoke
about the clinic they operate at the Fair Oaks Community Center on Friday mornings and
how they feed 20-30 households. She explained how their assistance is often the
difference between involuntary eviction and resulting in emergency shelter or
homelessness or maintaining residency with a plan in place. She thanked Council for its
time and support. '

David Carducci, Attorney with Legal Aid Society of San Mateo County, spoke about
housing cases and how society can be judged by how it supports its poor people. He
opined that Redwood City should be commended for its past and current support and he
urged continued support as the best way to reduce and or prevent homelessness.

Michael Nevin, representing the Service League of San Mateo County, opined Redwood
City does its best and that Human Services Manager Teri Chin epitomizes what “a public
servant” is. He congratulated the City and staff for what they try to do and he suggested
that it is a partnership when it comes to law enforcement because they cannot do it all. He
opined that it is economically wise to continue to support these programs.

Bonnie Miller, representing the Salvation Army, asked for continued support for the
programs that serve the County and Redwood City with over 75% of their clients in
Redwood City. In their last fiscal year ending December 31, 2009, they saw 20,000 people
and provided them with food, bus tokens, information and or referrals.

Andrew Lopez, representing Fresh Lifelines for Youth (FLY), said that they have chosen
one representative to speak, Christa Gannon, Executive Director of FLY. She expressed
their gratitude to Council for their compassionate leadership and she asked them to think of
the following vital needs for young people: the health and welfare of community, their
leveraging of funds is (with all funding sources maxed out and all taking cuts), partnerships
that work (and that they would take years to rebuild), and the cost-effectiveness of helping
them (as opposed to the high costs of incarceration).

Laurie Wishard, Family Service Agency of San Mateo County provides service to older
adults at the Fair Oaks Community Center and they mostly serve Redwood City residents
so that they can maintain their independence. They provide hot meals, transportation,
case management, and prevention programs for exercise and health. She said they save
lives and their services are crucial to people who live below the poverty line.

Joy Thorton said she joined the Fair Oaks Community Center for the exercise class and
expressed her appreciation for the center and how people's lives are improved by going
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there. She specifically mentioned being able to get nutritious food, camaraderie, get out of
isolation, and making friends for life.

Sarah Jarvis, Director and Founder of Great Promises Rape Trauma Services, thanked
Council for its support of prevention education programs to end cycles of violence. She
said they serve more than one thousand people a year many of them are children, females
and males, from Redwood City.

Andy Frisch, representing Kainos, said they will not be asking for support this year or next
year. He spoke about his personal sense of civic pride, wisdom, leadership, and he opined
that these services be treated the same as all other vital core services to the community
and the City.

Anna Olsen, Associate Director of Second Harvest Food Bank of Santa Clara and San
Mateo Counties and a Redwood City resident, expressed her gratitude for past funding and
said they will not be seeking funding in the next round. She provided detailed information
about their services and noted that most of their calls for help come from Redwood City.

Brian Greenberg, Director of Shelter Network, introduced Heather Barbar, a Redwood City
resident, who said she is a single mom with three children. She said that two years ago
she was supporting herself and her family as an executive assistant, but then got laid off,
subsequently got odd jobs, went through her savings, and ended up at the Redwood City
family house. They have helped her so that she is now training to become a medical
assistant, has a part-time job, saving some money, and has a stable place for her family.

Brian Greenberg, with Shelter Network, spoke about their great network providers and
provided information on the families they serve and how the number on their waiting list
has increased, with about 20% to 25% from Redwood City.

One Council Member inquired about process and how it will impact the HSFA if these
funds are delayed. Mayor Ira said that it would probably be April when this would be
addressed. Ms. Chin said that she can look at the schedule with the City Manager and
then they can line up a timeline that matches up with the city’s upcoming budget process.
Ms. Chin said that she can reset the dates. One Council Member said that he respects
that the Council wants to see the bigger picture. This Council Member appreciated the
various arguments, emotional, logical and need based. He spoke highly of the HHCC and
its work leading to the current recommendation.

AN INTERIM ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF REDWOOD CITY EXTENDING A
TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON THE ESTABLISHMENT AND OPERATION OF
MEDICAL MARIJUANA COLLECTIVES

Mr. Mehra presented the report to Council and offered four options. Staff spelled out the
different opportunities for community engagement which might include joint sessions with
the Planning Commission and Community/Neighborhood workshops. One Council
Member clarified that another option might be a combination of the various
recommendations.

Mayor Ira opened the public hearing.

Public Comment

Judy Valencia said medical marijuana is helpful for her ailments and she needs to live
close to where she can get it. She expressed her concern about the twenty two months as
being behind the times, questioned turning away revenue when it is needed, and she finds
it an injustice to the people of Redwood City.

Kermit Clum thanked the Council far the chance to voice opinions, and as a member of the
Peninsula Patients Cooperative, he uses medical marijuana to manage his pain from an
earlier accident. He spoke about the large amounts of money involved and his concern
that we are missing out on something because they are not asking for money but asking
for the opportunity to help the community.

Katrina Archibald, a partner in the Peninsula Patients Cooperative and a Redwood City
resident and homeowner, spoke of her medical condition and how she has been a long-
time cannabis user to help with her many symptoms. She expressed her concern that she
has had to obtain it in an unsafe manner and it is important to her to be able to get it here
rather than driving to Oakland. She urged Council to consider a shorter moratorium.
