7. STAFF REPORTS -
A. New General Plan Monthly Status Report.

Recommendation:
Review document. No action required.

Jill Ekas, Planning Manager, recapped the events of the last Community Forum on
September 27, 2008 (presentation on file). Mr. Passanisi, Principal Planner, shared
additional details about the day. He aiso explained the timeline and restated that staff is
committed to this process being inclusive and on schedule. He announced an online
survey that will be available to those who were not able to make it to the workshop. A
video of the event was shown (on file).

Mayor Foust thanked the staff and the community for the process. All Council Members
were appreciative of how much the community participated and how much staff effort went
into this event.

B. JOINT STUDY SESSION- City Council/Civic Cultural Commission.

This is an information-sharing discussion between the City Council and the Civic
Cultural Commission. No action required.

The goals of both the City Council and the Civic Cultural Commission (CCC) for the
joint study session are:

To share historical public art information (Redwood City and other cities);
Identify how public art relates to and/or supports City Council priorities;
Share the CCC public art goals and process;

Determine what support, both financial and community is available for
public art;

Discuss the City Council's interests and desires as it relates to public art
and identify next steps.

The Mayor provided some contextual information regarding why this session is important
at this time. Mayor Foust asked that three items be kept in mind: current economic
climate, the General Plan process and its cultural element, and the fact that art is in the
eye of the beholder and it can be controversial. Mayor Foust reiterated the purpose of the
joint session.
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B.1 Presentation by the Civic Cultural Commission and staff.

Warren Dale, Chair of the Civic Cuitural Commission, presented an overview of what that
commission is developing (presentation on file). He presented two pieces of public art and
explained his views on the value of public art. Commissioner, Jason Newblanc,
addressed the Council explaining the public benefit of art and various funding possibilities.
Mr. Newblanc also shared what other cities are doing. He commented that it was the goal
of the commission to be aligned with the Council’'s goals.

{(Break for reconvening in Joint Study Session with the Civic Cultural Commission
Members). Council took a break from 8:23 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.

The Council and the Civic Cultural Commission took their seats in Study session mode.
B.2 Public Comment.

Dennis Logie, President of the Redwood City Clergy Association, opined that there is a
wide variety of art in the religious community from music, to dance, o sculpture to theater.
Chapiain Logie gave a number of examples from cities, to churches, to theaters, that use
art as an extension of their mission. Chaplain Logie also commented on various concerts
that occur downtown Redwood City. He would like to see the richness of all these artistic
expressions better publicized and coordinated.

B.3 Discussion between City Council and the Civic Cuttural Commission
Regarding Public Art.

Council posed questions to the Commission about what does it mean to support public art.
The Commissioners shared their views on what this means to each of the members. One
of the commissioners explained how the Redwood Shores Library bird bath came to pass
and the process leading up to its implementation. It was suggested that the Civic Cultural
Commission play a role in sharing what is being done or bringing awareness to Council
about what is in the pipeline.

Council discussed making Redwood City a cuitural and artistic destination for the
peninsula and this could be a role the Commission could take on. One Council Member
believes that while Redwood City does not have a Percent for Art policy, in reality it has
already been doing it. Mayor Foust said that she would prefer a concerted effort between
the Commission and the Council and have the proposals vetted through the City Attorney.
One Council Member explained the need for an inventory of what exists in the form of
public art.

Discussion ensued about what makes people want to come back to a certain city. Boston,
Palm Springs and Puerto Vallarta were discussed because of their character, appeal and
identity. Council and Commissioners discussed developing a process to clarify who will
make the decisions and possibly including the Pride and Beaultification Commission. One
suggestion was made to pull together a team to develop such a process. A question was
posed as to why the City should be focusing on this when funding for street sweeping was
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decreased. It was also mentioned that funding public art must include an economic
development component.

One Council Member advocated for a policy that makes the process clear and integrates
all stakeholders. Vice Mayor Howard suggested beautifying utility boxes. Commissioners
and Council discussed utility boxes and how to involve youth. Some concerns were
mentioned about moving ahead without focus or priorities, and possibly having the
community react if the beautification is not appealing to some. One Councii Member is
willing to fund public art but he wants it tied to economic development and he believes that
every big project should have a public art component, however not with using a formulaic
approach. Another Council Member asked that the Civic Cultural Commission help define
the character and image of what attracts people to Redwood City. Another Council
Member opposed the developer fee and setting a policy that could add bureaucracy.

Mayor Foust summarized that there are divergent views on the Councit as the discussion
ilustrated. There was consensus that fees and amountis need to be further
considered and studied. Council consensus was reached on having the Civic
Cultural Commission define and discern the vision for the City when it comes fo
public art, being as inclusive as possible by pulling in the various stakeholders
{from faith based to private developers and various commissions) and returning the
matter to Council. Mayor Foust and three other Council Members supported
considering the beautification of utility boxes, with certain sensitivity to how the
community might react.

Regarding the proposed strategic art plan Mayor Foust believes this is somewhat ahead of
the Council, especially because the City Attorney has not been included. The issue of
making public art a Council priority was discussed. One Council Member commented that
public art is not a priority but a tool. Mr. Dale reiterated that the goal is to have all
stakeholders included and to have clarity and understand the city’s “look and feel”. There
was a divided Council on the issue of extracting a fee for public art. Inclusion of public art
in projects is okay but how fo get to that is not clear. Mayor Foust would prefer focusing
on the process and policy instead of the money. Regarding the birth bath, the Mayor
would like the CCC to go through the City Attorney about current projects because there is
no policy and then the Council to get a report. There was Council consensus on this fast
point.

Mayor Foust thanked the Civic Cultural Commission. Laurie Fisher explained that art can
be a vision and she shared that for her this vision can be like a prism, multifaceted and
complex from bird baths to postcards to sculpture.

Council took a break at 9:42 p.m. to adjourn to the regufar Council Meeling.
