INCIDENT SUMMARY: :

On 10-6-09, at approximately 8:12 p.m., Redwood City Police Department received a 911 call of
a shooting that had just occurred in the 700 block of Cedar. Redwood City and San Mateo
County Sheriff’s Deputies responded to the scene.

Upon arrival, officers located a gunshot victim with a serious injury. That subject was
transported to a local hospital for treatment and his status is unknown at the time of this writing.

Witnesses report that four to five suspects approached the victim and lead him at gunpoint to the
corner of Hilton and Cedar where they shot him one time with a shotgun. The suspects fled the
area on foot and were not apprehended.
