Volunteer Opportunities 
 

Collection Maintenance Volunteer 
Searching for Holds - pull library materials from shelves using a list of customer requests. Volunteers are asked to 
volunteer 1-2 days per week, and each day requires 2-3 hours. Training is provided. Shelf Reading - keep books in proper 
Dewey order and/or alphabetical order on designated shelves. Keep shelves neat by aligning books and shifting books 
when necessary. Ability to alphabetize and work with the Dewey Decimal system. Placement test required.  

Friends of the Library 
Bookstore Volunteer - The Friends runs a resale bookstore at the Downtown Library. If you are a reader/lover of books, 
it is a great opportunity to browse during your shift. Volunteers work 2-3 hour shifts in the store either weekly or 
biweekly. Manage Book Donations - The Friends of the Redwood City Public Library is a non-profit organization that 
provides financial support to the Library through the sale of donated books. Volunteers needed to evaluate and sort 
books.  

IT Volunteer 
Clean IT equipment, help with special projects, or help with surplus items. New volunteers are needed and welcome!  

Personal Technology Coach 
Help others learn new technology skills. Provide in-depth, one-one one assistance for individuals learning about basic 
computer use, internet, ebooks and other technology. We are also seeking those with advanced technology and media 
skills that want to provide workshops for teens in the Teen Digital Lab.
